AN ACT

To further amend the act, approved the eighteenth day of July,
one thousand nine hundred seventeen (Pamphlet Laws 1043),
entitled “An act establishing a public school employes’ retire-
ment system, and creating a retirement board for the admin-
istration thereof; establishing certain funds from contributions
by the Commonwealth and contributing employes, defining the
uses and purposes thereof and the manner of payments there-
from, and providing for the guaranty by the Commonwealth of
certain of said funds; imposing powers and duties upon boards
having the employment of public school employes; exempting
annuities, allowances, returns, benefits, and rights from taxation
and judicial process; and providing penalties,” by permitting
employes to make up back payments to the retirement system
from the time thcy enter school service, and securing to such
employes the full benefits of the retirement system from the
time they entered school service.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 8 of the act, approved the
eighteenth day of July, one thousand nine hundred
seventeen (Pamphlet Liaws 1043), entitled ‘An act
establishing a public school employes’ retirement sys-
tem, and creating a retirement board for the administra-
tion thereof; establishing certain funds from econtribu-
tions by the Commonwealth and contributing employes,
defining the uses and purposes thereof and the manner
of payments therefrom, and providing for the guaranty
by the Commonwealth of certain of said funds; imposing
powers and duties upon boards having the employment
of public school employes; exempting annuities, allow-
ances, returns, benefits, and rights from taxation and
judicial process; and providing penalties,”” as last
amended by the act, approved the twenty-fifth day of
April, one thousand nine hundred forty-nine (Pamphlet
Laws 752), is hereby further amended by adding, im-
mediately following subsection 6.1, a new subsection to
read as follows:

6.2. Employes who desire to receive credit for school
service rendered prior to the passage of this amendment
may pay, m addition to the regular contribution re-
quired under clause six of this section, tnto the fund
created by the act, through the Department of Revenue,
a sum equal to all the back payments which such em-
ploye would have made had he or she become a member
of the retirement association at the time of his or her
employment. Payment of such back payments shall
entitle such contributor to all rights and benefits which
would have accrued had the back payments been made
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in the regular course of employment. Such back pay-
ments shall be paid by the employe before the thirtieth
day of June, one thousand nine hundred fifty-three.

To further amend section 205 of the act, approved the ninth day
of April, one thousand nine hundred twenty-nine (Pamphlet
Laws 177), entitled “An act providing for and reorganizing the
conduct of the executive and administrative work of the Com-
monwealth by the Executive Department thereof and the
administrative departments, boards, commissions, and officers
thereof, including the boards of trustees of State Normal
Schools, or Teachers Colleges; abolishing, creating, reorganiz-
ing or wuthorizing the reorganization of certain administrative
departments, boards, and commissions; defining the powers and
duties of the Governor and other executive and administrative
officers, and of the several administrative departments, boards,
commissions, and officers; fixing the salaries of the Governer,
Lieutenant Governor, and certain other executive and admin-
istrative officers; providing for the appointment of certain
administrative officers, and of all deputies and other assistants
and employes in certain departments, boards, and commissions;
and prescribing the manner in which the number and compensa-
tion of the deputies and all other assistants and employes of
certain departments, boards and commissions shall be de-
termined,” by increasing the salary of the Deputy Commis-
sioner of the Pennsylvania State Police.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 205 of the act, approved the ninth
day of April, one thousand nine hundred twenty-nine
(Pamphlet Laws 177), entitled ‘‘ An aect providing for
