Exempt prgani- Section 11. This act shall not apply to fraternal

zations. organizations, national service organizations, civic organi-
zations, or nonprofit corporations incorporated under the
laws of the Commonwealth which have obtained and s
maintainming an exempt status with the Director of
Internal Revenue from the payment of income tax to the
Federal government, mor to religious organizations,
raising funds for religious purposes, colleges, schools,
universities, or associations of alumni or alumnae thereof,
ralsmg funds for *fellowships or **scholarshlps national
service clubs or local associations razsmg funds for child
welfare projects, federated women’s clubs, labor unions,
mumclpaht]ee or subdivisions thereof, nor to charltable
institutions or agencies required by the provisions of
existing law to file reports with the Department of Public
Instruetion or with any other department or office of the
Commonwealth, nor to any war veterans’ organization
or any subordinate units thereof, whenever the purpose
for whieh it is soliciting funds has been approved by the
Department of Military Affairs.

Act effective im- Section 2. The provisions of this act shall become ef-
mediately. . . .
fective immediately upon final enactment.
