AN ACT 
To further amend section 1 of the act, approved the twenty­

seventh day of March, one thousand nine hundred twenty-nine 
(Pamphlet Laws 84), entitled "An act to fix the fees to be 
charged by coroners in counties of the second cla.ss," by increas­
ing fees to be charged. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section 1 of the act, approved the twenty­
seventh day of March, one thousand nine hundred 
twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 84), entitled "An act to fix 
the fees to be charged by coroners in counties of the 
second class,'' as amended by the act, approved the 
twenty-first day of June, on thousand nine hundred 
forty-seven (Pamphlet Laws 798), is hereby further 
amended to read as follows : 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That from and after the 
passage of this act the fees to be received and charged 
by coroners in counties of the second class in lieu of 
those now allowed by law shall be as follows, viz: 

Viewing a dead body, twelve dollars ($12.00). 
Summoning inquest and returning inquisition, six dol­

lars ($6.00). 
Summoning or subpoenaing each witness, [one dollar 

and fifty cents ($1.50)] two dollars and fifty cents 
($2.50). 

Qualifying each witness, [one dollar ($1.00)] one dol­
lar and fifty cents ($1.50). 

Each mile circular traveled to be reckoned from the 
court house to the place of viewing the body, ten cents.

JOHNS. FINE 

To further amend the act, approved the twenty-eighth day of 
May, one thousand nine hundred fifteen (Pamphlet Laws 596), 
entitled "An act requiring cities of the second class to establish 
a pension fund for employes of said cities, and regulating the 
administration and the payment of such pensions," by extending 
the benefits to certain authorities created by such cities.
