SESSION OF 1953.

Section 1. Section 1 of the act, approved the six-
teenth day of May, one thousand nine hundred forty-five
(Pamphlet Laws 594), entitled ‘‘An act providing for
the disposition of fines, penalties and forfeitures col-
lected in summary proceedings; and imposing penal-
ties,”” is hereby amended to read as follows:

Section 1. All fines, penalties and forfeitures col-
lected by magistrates, aldermen and justices of the
peace in summary proceedings under the provisions of
any general, local or special law, unless disposition
thereof is therein otherwise specifically provided for,
or unless disposition thereof is provided for by general
law, shall be paid quarterly into the county treasury
for the use of the county.

If under existing law the Commonwealth is entitled
to any such fines, penalties or forfeitures, the same shall
be paid monthly into the State Treasury through the
Department of Revenue. If under existing law any
political subdivision, other than a county, is entitled to
any such fines, penalties or forfeitures, the same shall
be paid [quarterly into the treasury of the county in
which such political subdivision is located, and shall
within thirty (30) days thereafter be paid by the county
treasurers] monthly to the treasurer of such political
subdivision.

All the aforesaid payments shall be acecompanied by
an affidavit of the magistrate, alderman or justice of
the peace giving the names, addresses, offenses charged,
amounts collected, and the dates of the offenses.

If the magistrates, aldermen or justices of the peace
fail or negleet to comply with the above requirements
and provisions, a penalty of six per cent (6%) interest
is hereby imposed on the amount of money in the
possession of said magistrates, aldermen or justice of
the peace until such time as payment is made.

Section 2. All acts, general, local or special, incon-
sistent with the provisions of this act are hereby
repealed.

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LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA,

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The third paragraph of section 1 of Arti-
cle IIT of the act, approved the seventh day of March,
one thousand nine hundred one (Pamphlet Laws 20),
entitled ‘‘An aet for the government of cities of the
second class,”’ as last amended by the act, approved the
twenty-sixth day of September, one thousand nine hun-
dred fifty-one (Pamphlet Laws 1528), is hereby *further

amended to read as follows:

ARTICLE III
DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC SAFETY

Section 1. & & & = o

No [patrolman] policeman shall be required to
be on duty for more than [eight] mnine out of
any twenty-four eonsecutive hours, nor for more than
[forty-eight] forty-four hours in any calendar week,
and every policeman shall be allowed to have at least
forty-eight consecutive hours off duty in every calendar
week, except in emergency cases for the suppression of
riots or tumults or the preservation of the public peace
in times of riot, conflagration, or public celebrations;
and in such cases, council shall provide for the payment
of extra compensation or time off at the same rate as
paid for regular service. The existing salary or com-
pensation of any [patrolman] policeman shall not be
diminished because of the reduced number of hours of
duty preseribed by this amendment.

Section 2. The provisions of this act shall become
effective the first day of January, one thousand nine
hundred fifty-four.
