costs of prosecution, and in default of the payment of
such fine and costs shall be imprisoned for a period of
fen (10) days, and upon conviction of a second or sub-
sequent offense shall be sentenced to pay a fine of [fifty]
one hundred dollars [($50)] ($200) and costs of prose-
cution and be imprisoned for a period of thirty (30)
days. Upon eonviction of a second or subsequent of-
fense, each day during which a person shall operate, or
be a party to the operation of a mine, contrary to the
order of the mine inspector shall constitute a separate
offense,

Informations charging violations of any of the sum-
mary provisions of this act shall be brought before [the
nearest available] any magistrate, alderman, or justice
of the peace within the ([eity, borough, incorporated
town, or township] county where the alleged violation
oceurred [: Provided, That where there is no substantial
difference between the respective distances from the
place where the alleged violation occurred, to the offices
of more than one magistrate, alderman or justice of
the peace, any such prosecution may be brought before
any one of such officers, or if there is no person holding
the office of magistrate, alderman, or justice of the peace
in such city, borough, incorporated town, or township,
then such information shall be brought before such
nearest available magistrate, alderman or justice of the
peace in any adjoining city, borough, incorporated town
or township].

Section 2. This act shall become effective immedi-
ately upon final enactment.

AN ACT

To further amend the title and section 3 of the act, approved the
eighth day of May, one thousand nine hundred twenty-nine
{Pamphlet Laws 1667), entitled, as amended, “An act authorizing
the Pennsylvania Historical Commission, on behalf of the Com-
monwealth of Pennsylvania, to acquire all real and personal
property included in the Conrad Weiser Memorial Park, in
Heidelberg Township, Berks County, from the Conrad Weiser
Memorial Park Association; providing for the control, manage-
ment, supervision, restoration and improvement thereof by the
Department of Forests and Waters; authorizing the department
to make and enforce rules and regulations for the preservation
and visitation thereof; and making an appropriation therefor,”
by transferring the control, management, supervision, restoration
and improvement of said park and the power to make and
enforce rules and regulations for the preservation and visitation
thereof to the Pennsylvania Historical and Museum Com-
mission,



SESSION OF 1953.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The title and seetion 3 of the aet, ap-
proved the eighth day of May, one thousand nine hun-
dred twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 1667), entitled, as
amended, ‘‘An act authorizing the Pennsylvania His-
torical Commission, on behalf of the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania, to acquire all real and personal property
included in the Conrad Weiser Memorial Park, in
Heidelberg Township, Berks County, from the Conrad
Weiser Memorial Park Association; providing for the
control, management, supervision, restoration and im-
provement thereof by the Department of Forests and
Waters; authorizing the department to make and en-
force rules and regulations for the preservation and
visitation thereof; and making an appropriation there-
for,”” as amended by the act, approved the twenty-fourth
day of April one thousand nine hundred thirty-five
(Pamphlet Laws 50), are hereby further amended to
read as follows:

An Aet

Authorizing the Pennsylvania Historical and Museum
Commission, on behalf of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, to acquire all real and personal property in-
cluded in the Conrad Weiser Memorial Park, in
Heidelberg Township, Berks County, from the Conrad
Weiser Memorial Park Association; providing for
the control, management, supervision, restoration and
improvement thereof [by the Department of Forests
and Waters] ; authorizing the [department] commas-
sion to make and enforce rules and regulations for
the preservation and visitation thereof; and making
an appropriation therefor.

Section 3. [The Department of Forests and Waters]
The Pennsylvania Historical and Museum Commission
shall have full control, management, and supervision of
the Conrad Weiser Memorial Park, and shall have power
to adopt and carry into effect plans for the restoration,
improvement, and maintenance of the park, and to make
and enforce rules and regulations for the preservation
of the property, and the visitation thereof by the publie.
