within the Commonwealth, liability for damages caused

‘‘Tractor’”’.—Every vehicle of the tractor type which
is self-propelled, designed and used for drawing other
vehicles and not so constructed as to earry a load thereon
either independently or any part of the weight of a
vehicle or load so drawn and every wvehicle with snow
plow blade permanently attached and used exclusively
for snow removal, excepting road rollers, ditch diggers,
or vehicles used exclusively upon stationary rails or
tracks. In the case of motor vehicles, as defined in the
Vehicle Code, which cannot be used as motor vehicles,
the setretary may determine in each case whether or not
such motor vehicle is of the tractor type, and in making
such determination the secretary shall consider the pur-
pose for which such motor vehiele shall be used.
