of education of such child who is blind, deaf or affiicted 
by cerebral palsy, in a residence school for similar 
education. 

(b) Whenever children from districts under the super­
vision of a district superintendent *attend classes or 
schools for handicapped conducted by a county board, 
the county board shall be paid an amount equal to the 
charge per pupil made against such district, which shall 
be deducted from the reimbursements due such district. 

Section 4. The provisions of this act shall become 
effective immediately upon final enactment.

To amend clause (2) of section 204 of the act, approved the tenth 
day of March, one thousand nine hundred forty-nine (Pamphlet 
Laws 30), entitled "An act relating to the public school system, 
including certain provisions applicable as well to private and 
parochial schools; amending, revising, consolidating and 
changing the laws relating thereto," by extending the provisions 
relating to change of classification of school districts. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Clause (2) of section 204 of the act, ap­
proved the tenth day of March, one thousand nine hun­
dred forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 30), entitled "An act 
relating to the public school system, including certain 
provisions applicable as well to private and parochial 
schools; amending, revising, consolidating and changing 
the laws relating thereto,'' is hereby amended to read as 
follows: 

Section 204. Basis for and Change of Classifica­
tion.-The last United States census, as set forth in the 
official report thereof, shall be the basis on which the 
population of the several school districts shall be com­
puted. A change from one class of school district to an­
other shall be made in the following cases, and in no 
other:- .

(2) When a district, which at a decennial census, had 

sufficient population to entitle it to an advance to another 
class of district, has since suffered a large decrease in 
population, or which at a decennial census did not have 
sufficient population to entitle it to an advance to an­
other class of district and has since increased in pop1tla-

tion, a census of the district may be authorized by the 
board of school directors of the district, and, if it shall 
:rnnP.ar that Raid district has not the reauired nonulation 
t~- i~~~ain--iU: th~ class in which the sa"ine the"n ~is, or if 
it shall appear that the district has sufficient population 
to entitle it to advance to another class of district, the 
Superintendent of Public Instruction, upon receipt of 
the facts. disclosed by said census, may issue his proclama­
tion declaring such district to be of the class to which it 
properly belongs, as disclosed by the census of the school 
board.

To amend clause (k) of section 9 of the act, approved the 
twenty-fourth day of May, one thousand nine hundred forty­
five (Pamphlet Laws 991), entitled "An act to promote 
elimination of blighted areas and supply sanitary housing in 
areas throughout the Commonwealth; by declaring acquisition, 
sound replanning and redevelopment of such areas to be for 
the promotion of health, safety, convenience and welfare; 
creating public bodies corporate and politic to be known as Re­
development Authorities; authorizing them to engage in the 
elimination of blighted areas and to plan and contract with 
private, corporate or governmental redevelopers for their re­
development; providing for the organization of such authorities; 
defining and providing for the exercise of their powers and 
duties, including the acquisition of property by purchase, gift 
or eminent domain; the leasing and selling of property, in­
cluding borrowing money, issuing bonds and other obligations, 
and giving security therefor; restricting the interest of members 
and employes of authorities; providing for notice and hearing; 
supplying certain mandatory provisions to be inserted in 
contracts with redevelopers; prescribing the remedies of obligees 
of redevelopment authorities; conferring certain duties upon 
local planning commissions, the governing bodies of cities and 
counties, and on certain State officers, boards and departments," 
by clarifying the provisions of said section with respect to the 
power of Redevelopment Authorities to sell real property and 
validating sales heretofore made.
