AN ACT

To amend subsection (b) of section 12 of the act, approved the
twenty-sixth day of May, one thousand nine hundred forty-
nine (Pamphlet Laws 1854), entitled “An act to further amend
sections four, three hundred one, five hundred one, five hun-
dred two and six hundred one point one of, and to amend
section seven hundred two of, and to repeal section three hundred
thirteen of, and to add two new sections numbered three hun-
dred two and three hundred three to, the act, approved the
fifth day of December, one thousand nine hundred thirty-six
(1937 Pamphlet Laws 2897), entitled ‘An act establishing a
system of unemployment compensation to be administered by
the Department of Labor and Industry and its existing and
newly created agencies with personnel (with certain exceptions)
selected on a civil service basis; requiring employers to keep
records and make reports, and certain employers to pay con-
tributions based on payrolls to provide moneys for the payment
of compensation to certain unemployed persons; providing
procedure and administrative details for the determination,
payment and collection of such contributions and the payment
of such cempensation; providing for cooperation with the
Federal Government and its agencies; creating certain special
funds in the custody of the State Treasurer; and prescribing
penalties,’ by changing and adding certain definitions; providing
for modification of the manner in which employer contribution
rates are determined, and, under certain conditions, for the
payment by ‘employers of the costs of appeals,” by extending
credit allowances to successors and assigns of employers.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Subsection (b) of section 12 of the act,
approved the twenty-sixth day of May, one thousand
nine hundred forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 1854), entitled
‘“An act to further amend sections four, three hundred
one, five hundred one, five hundred two and six hundred
one point one of, and to amend section seven hundred
two of, and to repeal section three hundred thirteen of,
and to add two new sections numbered three hundred
two and three hundred three to, the act, approved the
fifth day of December, one thousand nine hundred
thirty-six (1937 Pamphlet Laws 2897), entitled ‘An act
establishing a system of unemployment compensation to
be administered by the Department of Labor and In-
dustry and its existing and newly created agencies with
personnel (with certain exceptions) selected on a ecivil
service basis; requiring employers to keep records and
make reports, and certain employers to pay contributions
based on payrolls to provide moneys for the payment of
compensation to certain unemployed persons; providing
procedure and administrative details for the determina-
tion, payment and collection of such contributions and
the payment of such compensation; providing for co-
operation with the Federal Government and its agencies;
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creating certain special funds in the custody of the
State Treasurer; and preseribing penalties’, by changing
and adding certain definitions; providing for modifica-
tion of the manner in which employer contribution rates
are determined, and, under certain conditions, for the
payment by employers of the costs of appeals,’’ is hereby
amended to read as follows:

Section 12, ® & o o o

(b) Notwithstanding any provision of this act or of
the act amended by this act, the excess of any contribu-
tion paid by any employer with respect to the calendar
year one thousand nine hundred forty-nine, over the
amount determined by the application of his rate of
contribution for such year, computed under the provi-
sions of section three hundred one hereof, as herein
amended, shall be deemed to have been erroneously paid,
and shall be allowed by the department as a credit with-
out interest in connection with subsequent payments of
contributions by such employer, his successors in interest
or assigns. »

Section 2. The provisions of this act shall become
effective immediately upon final enactment.

To amend section 23 of the act, approved the twenty-ninth day
of September, one thousand nine hundred fifty-one (Pamphlet
Laws 1580), entitled “An act to further amend the act, ap-
proved the fifth day of December, one thousand nine hundred
thirty-six (1937, Pamphlet Laws 2897), entitled ‘An act es-
tablishing a system of unemployment compensation to be ad-
ministered by the Department of Labor and Industry and its
existing and newly created agencies with personnel (with certain
exceptions) selected on a civil service basis; requiring employers
to keep records and make reports, and certain employers to
pay contributions based on payrolls to provide moneys for the
payment of compensation to certain unemployed persons; pro-
viding procedure and administrative details for the determi-
nation, payment and collection of such contributions and the
payment of such compensation; providing for cooperation with
the Federal Government and its agencies; creating certain
special funds in the custody of the State Treasurer; and pre-
scribing penalties, by defining and re-defining certain terms;
by further providing for the submission of reports by the de-
partment to the Governor concerning the administration and
operation of the act, by providing for the selection of certain
personnel on a civil service basis, by providing for the dis-
position of obsolete files and records and for the admissibility
of copies of such records in evidence, for reciprocal arrange-
ments with foreign governments, for modification of the manner
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
