AN ACT

Providing for the observance of March fifteenth of each year as
Charter Day.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The Governor shall issue annually his
Proclamation designating and setting apart March
fifteenth as Charter Day and calling upon the people
of the Commonwealth, the public schools and other
educational institutions and patriotie, religious, his-
torical and veterans’ organizations to observe the anni-
versary of the execution of the Royal Charter by King
Charles II on the ﬁfteenth day of March, one thousand
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legal existence of Pennsylvania, with appropriate exer-
cises and programs, to the end that the establishment or
birthday of Pennsylvania shall be commemorated each
year,

Section 2. The provisions of this act shall become
effective immediately upon final enactment.

Authorizing acknowledgments and affidavits by persons on active
duty with the armed forces of the United States before persons
