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to his compliance with either of the experience require-
ments prescribed herein.

Section 5. Reciprocal Certificates.—Without written
examination, upon application to and upon the recom-
mendation of the board, but subject to the payment of
a fee to be fixed by the department, which fee is to
accompany the application, the board shall issue a certifi-
cate of certified public accountant to a holder of a
certificate of certified public accountant issued as *the
result of a written examination by any other state or
political subdivision of the United States: Provided,
That the applicant shall submit evidence satisfactory to
the board that:

(6) His [accounting] education and experience [is]
are substantially equivalent to the requirements of this
act for issuance of a certificate as a certified publie
accountant in this Commonwealth,

Section 2. Section 12 of said act is hereby amended
by adding, at the end thereof, a new subsection to
read as follows:

Seection 12. Unlawful Acts.—

(g) Except as prescribed in subsection (a) in respect
of certified public accountants, it is unlawful for any
person to use a title, including the word ‘‘ certified’’ as a
part thereof, for the practice of any type of bookkeep-
ing, accounting, auditing, tax or other professional prac-
tice related thereto, or to use any abbreviation of the
word ‘“certified’’ or its initial letter in such a manner.

Section 3. The provisions of this act shall become
effective on the first day of January, one thousand nine
hundred fifty-four.

To fix the number of Representatives in the General Assembly
of the State; and to apportion the State into representative
districts, as provided by the Constitution.

Prospect, Fawn Grove, Felton, Jacobus, Loganville, Red
Lion, Seven Valleys, Stewartstown, Windsor, Winters-
town, Yorkana and Yoe, and the townships of Chance-
ford, East Hopewell, Fawn, Lower Chanceford, Lower
Windsor, Hopewell, North Hopewell, Peach Bottom,
Springfield, Springgarden, Windsor and York, shall con-
stitute the third district, and elect one member.

The residue of the County of York, not included in
the first, second or third districts, shall constitute the
fourth distriet, and elect one member.

Section 2. The foregoing apportionment is based on
the United States decennial eensus of one thousand nine
hundred and fifty. Any township, borough, city or ward
created since such census, and not specifically provided
for by this act, shall form a part of the district to which
the territory comprised within such township, borough,
city or ward is allotted by the provisions of this act,
according to the political division existing at the time of
such census; and any township, borough, city or ward,
or any portion thereof, annexed to any other township,
borough, city or ward since such census, shall form a
part of the district to which the territory comprised
within such township, borough, city or ward, or portion
thereof, is allotted by the provisions of this act, accord-
ing to the political division existing at the time of such
census.

Section 3. The first election under this act shall be
held at the general election in the year one thousand nine
hundred and fifty-four.

The Members of the House of Representatives now in
office shall continue in such office until the expiration of
their respective terms.

Section 4. The act, approved the tenth day of May,
one thousand nine hundred and twenty-one (Pamphlet
Laws 455), entitled ‘‘ An act to fix the number of repre-
sentatives in the General Assembly of the State, and to
apportion the State into representative districts as pro-
vided by the Constitution,’’ and its amendments, and the
act, approved the thirtieth day of June, one thousand
nine hundred and thirty-seven (Pamphlet Laws 2443),
entitled ‘‘An act to fix the number of Representatives
in the General Assembly of the State; and to apportion
the State into representative districts, as provided by
the Constitution,’’ are hereby repealed.
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LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA,

All other acts and parts of acts inconsistent herewith
are hereby repealed.

Section 5. The provisions of this act applieable to
each county are severable from the provisions thereof
applicable to all other counties; if the provisions hereof
applicable to one or more counties is held invalid, the
decisions of the court shall affect only the provisions
relating to such county or counties and shall not impair
the validity of the remaining provisions of this act ; if the
provisions of this act relating to a county are held in-
valid, the number of representatives provided for there-
by for the county shall nevertheless not be affected; if
the number is the same as heretofore, they shall be elected
from the same districts as heretofore; if the number is
not the same as heretofore, they shall all be elected by
the electors of the county at large insofar as such manner
of election is not inconsistent with the Constitution.

AN ACT

To establish a separate orphans’ court in and for the County of
Chester.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. A separate orphans’ court is hereby estab-
lished in the County of Chester, the name and style of
which shall be the Orphans’ Court of Chester County.
The court shall be a court of record and shall consist of
one judge learned in the law.

Section 2. The terms of the orphans’ court shall be
established by the judge thereof as he shall deem neccs-
sary and proper,

Section 3. The eourt hereby created shall have and
exercise all the jurisdiction and powers now vested in
or which may hereafter be conferred upon the orphans’
courts of this Commonwealth under and by virtue of
the laws thereof.

Section 4. The county commissioners of said county
shall provide proper and suitable rooms in which the
orphans’ court shall be held and its business transacted
and in which the records thereof shall be safely and
securely kept.
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
