AN ACT

Making resolutions of school districts which impose a tax valid
notwithstanding failure to advertise intention to adopt such
resolutions in a newspaper of general circulation within such
school districts.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. When any school district has heretofore
adopted a resolution providing for the assessment, levy
and collection of a tax for general revenue school pur-
poses, in accordance with the provisions of any Aect of
Assembly of the Commonwealth, and has given proper
notice of its intention to adopt such resolution in the
legal journal designated by rules of court for publication
of legal notices and advertisements and in a newspaper
of general circulation within the ecounty in which the
school district is located, in accordance with the pro-
visions of the Act of Assembly authorizing the assess-
ment, levy and collection of such tax, the resolution shall
be valid and enforceable notwithstanding the fact that
notice of intention to adopt it was not advertised in a
newspaper of general circulation within the school dis-
triet, if all other requirements of law concerning the
adoption of the resolution and the proceedings relative
thereto were complied with.

Section 2. The provisions of this act shall become
effective immediately upon final enactment.
