tary thereof, shall be transmitted by the board to the 
Prothonotary of the Court of Comm.on Plea.' of Dm1rih1"n 
County and duly proceeded with under the provuwns 
of the Penn.~yfoania Rules of Civil Procedure, the Act 
of June 21, 1937 (Pamphlet Laws 1982), as now in effect 
or hereafter amended, and with the riqht of a party to 
the action, including the Commonwealth, to appeal from 
any deci..~n, rule or order of the said Court of Com­
mon Pleas as is now or has been hitherto permitted in 
actions brought aqainst other entities and persons than 
the f!ommonwealth of Pennsylvania. 

Section 2. All other acts and parts of acts inconsistent 
hert>with are hp,i·eby repealed. 

Sec:>tion 3. The provi!1ions of this act shall become 
effective immediately upon final enactment.

AN ACT 

JOHNS. FINE 

Authorizing and empowering the Supt>rior Court of Pennsylvania 
to prescribe, by general rule, the practice and procedure goYem­
ing appeals to the Superior Court of Peilll!Ylvania. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. The Superior Court of Pennsylvania is 
hereby authorized and empowered to prescribe, by gen­
eral rule, the practice and procedure governing appeals 
in all instances where appeals are authorized by law from 
any adjudication to the Superior Court o'f Pennsylvania. 
Such rules shall be consistent with the Constitution of 
this Commonwealth and shall neither abridge, enlarge 
nor modify the substantive rights of any litigant nor 
the jurisdiction of any court or any agency of this Com­
monwealth nor affect any statute of limitations. 

Section 2. All acts and parts of acts are hereby re­
pealed insofar as they are inconsistent with the provi­
sions of this act. 

Section 3. The provisions of this act shall become 
effective immediately upon final enactment.
