Commercial Code) to inquire whether the fidueciary or
nominee is committing a breach of his obligation as
fiduciary or nominee in making such registration or
transfer or to see to the performance of the fiduciary
obligation, and is liable for such registration or transfer
only where such registration or transfer is made with
actual knowledge that such fiduciary or nominee is com-
mitting a breach of trust in requesting such regis-
tration or transfer or with knowledge of such facts that
its or their participation in such registration or transfer
*amounts to bad faith.

Section 2. The provisions of this act shall become

effective at 12:01 A. M. on the first day of July, one 1

thousand nine hundred fifty-four.

AN ACT

To amend section 5 of the act, approved the first day of February,
one thousand eight hundred sixty-six (Pamphlet Laws 8), en-
titled “A supplement to an act, entitled ‘An Act for the better
management of the Allegheny county prison,’ approved the
twenty-third day of March, Anno Domini one thousand eight
hundred and sixty-five,” by further regulating the transfer or
removal of inmates from jails in Allegheny County, and further
providing for the transfer of mentally ill inmates to State
mental hospitals.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 5 of the act, approved the first day
of February, one thousand eight hundred sixty-six (Pam-
phlet Laws 8), entitled ‘‘ A supplement to an act, entitled

‘An Act for the better management of the Allegheny

county prison,’ approved the twenty-third day of March,

Anno Domini one thousand eight hundred and sixty-
ve,’’ is hereby amended to read as follows:

Section 5. That when the arrangements are completed
for the reception of inmates, it shall be the duty of the
inspectors to transfer, from the county prison to the
workhouse, all persons having more than ten days to
serve, who shall have been committed for vagrancy,
drunkenness, or disorderly conduct, and also, such other
persons as the court of criminal jurisdiction of Allegheny
county may direct to be so transferred; and thereafter,
when any person, or persons, shall be convicted, in said
court, of any offence, the punishment whereof, by existing
laws, is, or may be, imprisonment in the county jail, said
court may sentence such person, or persons, to either
the said jail, or workhouse, at its discretion ; and all com-
mitting magistrates, in said county, thereafter, shall sen-
tence, to the workhouse, all persons convicted of va-
grancy, drunkenness, or disorderly conduect, or of any
other offence, for which they may now be sentenced to
imprisonment in the county jail, there to be fed, and
clothed and treated, as provided for in this act, and the
rules and regulations of said house: Provided, That the
superintendent may, under the direction of the inspect-
ors, or of the court of quarter sessions, remove any inmate
to the county prison, for the unexpired portion of his,
or her, term of commitment, or to the poor house of the
proper city, or county, or to any hospital, [or lunatic
asylum,] in said county, as circumstances may require.

Inmates of prisons in Allegheny County who are men-
tally il may be transferred to State mental hospitals by
complying with the provisions of the act, approved the
twelfth day of June, one thousand nine hundred fifty-one
(Pamphlet Laws 533), known as ‘“The Mental Health
Act of 19517°,
