Providing additional compensation for coroners m fifth class 
counties under certain circumstances.

In counties of the fifth class, the coroner 
shall receive the sum of twenty-five dollars ($25) for 
each inquest held by him after he has held one hundred 
inquests during each year. Such moneys shall be paid 
by the county and shall be in addition to the salary 
payable under existing law. 

The provisions of this act shall be applic­
able to all coroners who begin a term o'f office on or after 
January first, one thousand nine hundred fifty-four.
