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ble for fixed charges’’ shall mean income after deducting
operating and maintenance expenses, and, unless the ob-
ligations are payable in serial, annual maturities, or are
supported by annual sinking fund payments, depreei-
ation, but excluding extraordinary non-recurring items
of income or expenses; and the term ‘fixed charges’’
shall include principal, both maturity and sinking fund,
and interest on bonded debt. In ecomputing such income
available for fixed charges for the purposes of this
section, the income so available of any corporation ac-
quired by any municipality authority may be included,
such income to be calculated as though such corporation
had been operated by a municipality authority and an
equivalent amount of bonded debt were outstanding.

The eligibility for investment purposes of obligations
of each project of a municipality authority shall be
separately counsidered hereunder, and if the project of
6 mumcipality authority is @ public school buslding, no
earming record shall be required as o condition of
eligibslity for investment by fiduciaries.

certain vehicles and licensing the operators thereof,
upon payment of preseribed fees; prescribing and
limiting the powers of local authorities to deal with the
subject matter of this act; conferring powers and im-
posing duties upon the Department of Revenue, the De-
partment of Highways, peace officers, mayors, burgesses,
magistrates, aldermen, justices of the peace, the courts
and the clerks thereof, owners of vehicles, and garage
keepers; providing that records are admissible as evi-
dence; imposing upon owners, counties, cities, boroughs,
incorporated towns, townships, within the Common-
wealth, liability for damages caused by the negligent
operation of their motor vehicles; imposing penalties;

[or] semi-trailer, motorcycle, or bicycle with motor ai-
tached), being operated in this Commonwealth [except
trailers or semi-trailers having a chassis and body weight
of less than ome thousand (1000) pounds, motorcycles
and bicycles with motor attached] shall submit such
motor vehicle [, trailer, or semi-trailer] to such in-
spection of its mechanism and equipment as may be
designated by the secretary [ : Provided, That motor].

Every owner of a commercial motor vehicle, motor bus,
motor omntbus, truck, tractor, trasler and semi-trailer,
being operated in this Commonwealth, except trailers or
semi-trailers having a chassis and body weight of less
than one thousand (1000) pounds, shall submst the same
to such tnspection of its mechanism and equipment, as
may be designated by the Secretary, on or after the first
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day of every August and until and including the thirty-
first day of October, and on and after the first day of
every February ond wuntil and sncluding the last day
of April.

Motor vehicles, trailers, and semi-trailers, determined
by the department to be exempt from registration under
the provisions of section four hundred one, subsection
(d) of this act and antique motor vehicles, if operated
on the public highways of this Commonwealth only dur-
ing the period between sunrise and sunset, shall be
exempt from the lighting equipment provisions of
this act,
