AN ACT 

To amend the act, approved the second day of June one thou­
sand nine hundred thirty-three (Pamphlet Laws 1433), entitled 
"An a<'t defining the powers of the courts of quarter sessions, 
the Municipal Court of Philadelphia, and the County or 
Juvenile Court of Allegheny County, with respect to the care, 
guidance, control, trial, placement and commitment of de­
linquent, dependent and neglPcted children under sixteen years 
of age and of persons over sixteen years of age contributing to 
or encouraging the delinquency, neglect anrl dependency of 
children; and amending. revising and consolidating the law 
relating thereto," by transferring to the juvenile courts powers 
and duties relating to parolees of the Pelllli!Ylvania Training 
School at Morganza. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section I. Section 29 of the act, approved the secood 
day of .June, one thousand nine hundred thirty-thl'.'l!'e 
(Pamphlet Laws 1433), entitled "An act dPfininl!' the' 
powers of the courts of quarter sessions, the Mnni<'ipal 
Con rt of Phila<lPlphia, and the County or JuvenilP Court 
of Alleirheny County, with respect to the care, l!'lli<lance, 
control. trial, placPmPnt and rommitmPnt of dPlinquent, 
depPndPnt and nPglected children uniler si::rtePn ypars 
of aire and of persons over sixteen years of agP contrib­
uting to or encouraging the delinquency, neglPct and 
dPpPnoPncy of children; and amending, revisinir and 
cornmli<latini:r the law rPlating thereto," is hereby 
amended to read as follows: 

SPction 29. Acts Saved from RPpPal.-TbiR act shall· 
not repPal or modify any o·f the provisions of the fol­
lowing acts: 

[The act. approved the tw1mty-second day of April, 
one thouRand eiiz'ht hundred and fifty (Pamphlet Laws, 
five hundred thirty-eight), eHtitlPd "An act to SP<'nre 
the cities of Pittsburgh and Allegheny, and the neigh­
borhood thneof, from damage by Jnln-powdPr: to incor­
porate an association for the pstablishment of a house of 
refuge for western Pennsylvania; and relative to the 
Pennsylvania State Lunatic Hospital."] 

The act, approved the seventh day of June, one thou­
sand nine hundred and twenty-three (Pamphlet Laws, 
six hundred seventy-seven), entitled" An act to provide 
for the care, treatment, and maintenance of dependent 
cripp!Pd children; conferring powers in connection there­
with upon the Department of Public Welfare and juve­
nile courts; and imposing certain expenses upon coun­
ties." 

The act, approved the seventh day of April. one thou­
sand nine hundred and twenty-five (Pampl.let Laws, one

hundred fifty-six), entitled "An act to amend section 
one of the act, approved the twenty-seventh day of 
March, one thousand nine hundred and three (Pamphiet 
Laws, eighty-three), entitled 'An act to provide for the 
payment of the expenses of the maintenance and instruc­
tion of children, committed to Houses of Refuge which 
are not exclusively under State control, jointly by the 
State and by the counties from which they may be sent; 
and providing a method for determining the amount 
due, and collecting the same from said counties,' by 
changfog the time of payment by counties." 

Section 2. The powers and duties relating to C'ontrol 
of paroled inmates, conferred by law upon the Board of 
Trustees of the Pennsylvania Training Srhool at Mor­
ganza, are hereby transferred to and shall herraftn be 
exercised by the juvenile courts of the several counties of 
this Commonwralth. 

Section 3. The act, approved the twenty-serond day 
of April, one thousand eight hundred fifty (Pamr>hlet 
Laws 538), entitled "An act to secure the cities of Pitts­
burgh and Allegheny, and the neighborhood thereof, 
from damage by gun-powder; to incorporate an associa­
tion for the establishment of a house of refuge for west­
ern Pennsylvania; and relative to the Pennsylvania State 
Lunatic hospital," and its amendments and supplrments, 
in so 'far as they are inconsistent with the provisions of 
this act, are hereby repealed.

AN ACT

To amend the act, approved the third day of June, one thousand 
nine hundred thirty-three (Pamphlet Laws 1449), entitled "An 
act establishing a court of record in the county of Allegheny 
for control, care, guidance, treatment, trial, placement and com­
mitment of delinquent, neglected and dependent children under 
sixteen years of age and of persons over sixteen years of age 
contributing to or encouraging delinquency, neglect or de­
pendency of children; defining the jurisdiction and powers of 
the court, and regulating procedure therein; providing for the 
transfer thereto of certain powers, functions and duties from 
other courts, providing for the election of judges thereof, the 
appointment of probation officers, other necessary staff officials 
and assistant$; providing for housing of same, and providing 
for detention facilities; making the contributing to or en­
couraging of the delinquency, neglect or dependency of children 
a misdemeanor; and providing penalties," by transferring to the 
juvenile court powers and duties relating to parolees of the 
Pennsylvania Training School at Morganza. 
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
