To further amend subsection (f) of section 230 of the act, ap­
proved the twelfth day of June, one thousand nine hundred 
fifty-one (Pamphlet Laws 533), entitled "An act relating to 
mental health, including mental illness, mental defect, epi­
lepsy and inebriety; and amending, revising, consolidating and 
changing the laws relating thereto," by providing for the care 
of mental defectives and epileptics at the Selinsgrove State 
School. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Subsection (f) of section 230 of the act, 
approved the twelfth day of June, one thousand nine 
hundred fifty-one (Pamphlet Laws 533), entitled "An 
act relating to mental health, including mental illness, 
mental defect, epilepsy and inebriety; and amending, 
revising, consolidating and changing the laws relating 
thereto,'' as amended by the act, approved the fourteenth 
day of January, one thousand nine hundred fifty-two 
(Pamphlet Laws 2053), is hereby further amended to 
read as follows : 

Section 230. Purposes of State Institutions.­
• . . . . 
(f) [The Selinsgrove State Colony for Epileptics shall 

be devoted exclusively to the care of epileptics.] The 
Selinsgrove State School shall be devoted to the care of 
mental defectives of all ages, as well as to the care of 
epileptics.
