To further amend the act, approved the second day of May, one
thousand nine hundred forty-five (Pamphlet Laws 382), en-
titled “An act providing for the incorporation as bodies
corporate and politic of ‘Authorities’ for municipalities, counties
and townships; prescribing the rights, powers and duties of
such Authorities heretofore or hereafter incorporated; author-
izing such Authorities to acquire, construet, improve, maintain
and operate projects, and to borrow money and issue bonds
therefor; providing for the payment of such bonds, and pre-
scribing the rights of the holders thereof; conferring the right
of eminent domain on such Authorities; authorizing such
Authorities to enter into contracts with and to accept grants
from the Federal Government or any agency thereof; and con-
ferring exclusive jurisdiction on certain courts over rates,” by
providing that an Authority shall have the power to construct
structures to provide for the elimination of grade crossings
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under certain terms and conditions and subject to approval of
the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission; authorizing
agreements for the transfer to the Authority of title to land or
to the structures built or constructed and for the leasing
thereof to the utility or political subdivision involved.
