In addition to the judges provided for in
the act, approved the eighth day of January, one thou-
sand nine hundred fifty-two (Pamphlet Laws 1844),
entitled ‘“An act to designate the several judicial dis-
tricts of the Commonwealth, as required by the Consti-
tution, and to provide for the election and commission-
ing of judges learned in the law for the said districts,”’
an additional law judge is hereby authorized and pro-
vided for the court of common pleas of the thirty-fifth
judieial district, who shall possess the same qualifications
which are required by the Constitution and laws for the
president judge of the court of common pleas of said
district, and who shall hold his office for a like term and
by the same tenure and shall have the same power,
authority and jurisdiction and shall be subject to the
same duties, restrictions and penalties and shall receive
the same compensation provided for by law for judges
learned in the law, as if the same office had been estab-
lished in the time of and subject to the provisions of the
act, approved the fifth day of January, one thousand
nine hundred fifty-two (Pamphlet Laws 1821), entitled

Section 2. At the * municipal election in Novem-
