Section 2. At the • municipal election in Novem­
ber, one thousand nine hundred fifty-five, the qualified 
electors of the said thirty-fifth judiciai district shall 
elect, in the same manner prescribed by law for the 
election of the president judge of the court of common 
pleas of said district, a competent person learned in the 
law to serve as said additional law judge of the court 
of common pleas of said thirty-fifth judicial district from 
the first Monday in January, one thousand nine hundred 
fifty-six, for a term of ten years. Vacancies in the office 
hereby created, whether caused by death, resignation, 
expiration of term, or otherwise, shall be filled in the 
same manner as is required by law in case of a similar 
vacancy in the offi<'e of president ;judge of said court. 

Section 3. The Governor is hereby a11thorized to ap­
point a competent per!'lon learned in the law as such 
additional law j11ng-e of the court of common pleas of 
the s11irl thirty-fifth judicial district, to serve until the 
fir!'lt Monday of January, one thousand nine hundred 
fifty-six. 

Section 4. The provisions of this act shall become 
efl'ective immediateiy upon final enactment.

To provide for an additional law Judge of the court of common 
pleas in the ninth judicial district. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. In addition to the judge provided for in 
the act, approved the eighth day of January, one thou­
sand nine hundred fifty-two (Pamphlet Laws 1844), 
entitled ''An act to designate the several judicial dis­
tricts of the Commonwealth. as required by the Consti­
tution, and to provide for the election and commission­
ing of judges learned in the 1'aw for the said districts," 
an additional fa\T judge is hereby authorized and pro­
vided for the court of common pleas of the ninth judicial 
district, who shaii possess the same 1..fuali:fieatio:u:; which 
are required by the Constitution and laws for the pres­
ident judge of the court of common pleas of said district, 
and who shall hold his office for a like term and by the 
same tenure and shall have the same power, authority 
and jurisdiction and shall be subject to the same duties, 
restrictions and penalties and shall receive the same 
compensation provided for by law for judges learned in

the law, as if the same office had been established in the 
time of and subject to the provisions of the act, approved 
the fifth day of January, one thousand nine hundred 
fifty-two (Pamphlet Laws 1821), entitled "An act to 
fix the salaries and compensation of the judges of the 
Supreme Court, the judges of the Superior Court, the 
Judges of the courts of common pleas, the judges of the 
orphans' courts, the judges of the Municipal Court of 
Philadelphia and the judges of the County Court of 
Allegheny County, certain associate judges not learned 
in the law, and repealing certain acts inconsistent here-
with." , 

Section 2. At the municipal election in November, 
one thousand nine hundred fifty-five, the qualified elec­
tors of the ninth judicial district shall elect, in the 
manner prescribed by law for the election of the pres­
ident judge of the court of common pleas of the district, 
a competent person learned in the law to serve as addi­
tional law judge of the court of common pleas of the 
ninth judicial district from the first Monday in January, 
one thousand nine hundred fifty-six, for a term of ten 
(10) years. Vacancies in the office hereby created, 
whether caused by death, resignation, expiration of 
term, or otherwise, shall be filled in the same manner as 
is required by law in case of a similar vacancy in the 
office of president judge of said court. 

Section 3. The Governor is hereby authorized to ap­
point a competent person learned in the law as such 
additional law judge of the court of common pleas of 
the ninth judicial district, to serve until the first Mon­
day of January, one thousand nine hundred fifty-six. 

Section 4. The provisions of this act shall become 
effective immediately upon final enactment.
