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said contract does not evidence any fraud or conspiracy 
to violate the laws of the Commonwealth and neither the 
authority nor the school district or districts for whose 
benefit the project is constructed has suffered any 
pecuniary loss as the result of such failure to comply 
with the law, then such contract is hereby ratified and 
made valid to the same extent as if separate specifica­
tions had been prepared, separate bids received and 
separate contracts awarded for the heating and ventilat­
ing work. 

Section 2. The provisions of this act shall become 
effective immediately upon final enactment.
