Making an appropriastion to the Department of Property and Supplies for the
construction of armory facilities, under certain conditions.

‘Whereas, the Federal Government has apportioned more than onc
million dollars to the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania for the econstrue-
tion of armory facilities in accordance with the provisions of the
National Defense Act and the National Defense Faecilities Act of
1950; and

‘Whereas, the Department of Military Affairs has determined that
regimental armories and other buildings are necessary for the use of
the National Guard; and

‘Whereas, the Federal Government has agreed to pay seventy-five
per centum of the cost of each such facility and the Commonwealth
will pay twenty-five per centum of the cost of each facility, and the
Commonwealth has the necessary sites or land available for such con-
struction without the necessity of appropriations for the purchase of
such sites.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania

hereby enacts as follows: -
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Section 1. The sum of three hundred ninety-four thousand dollars
($394,000), or as much thereof as may be necessary, is hereby specifi-
