Section 1. The following amendment to the Constitution of the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania be and the same is hereby proposed
in accordance with the eighteenth article thereof:

That section one of article fourteen of the Constitution of Penn-
sylvania is hereby amended to read as follows:

Section 1. County officers shall consist of sheriffs, coroners, pro-
thonotaries, registers of wills, recorders of deeds, commissioners,
treasurers, surveyors, auditors or controllers, clerks of the courts,
district attorneys and such others as may from time to time be
established by law.

A JOINT RESOLUTION

Proposing an amendment to article eight, section eighteen of the Constitution
of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania by further providing for absentee
voting by qualified war veterans.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby resolves as follows:

Section 1. The following amendment to the Constitution of
Pennsylvania be and the same is hereby proposed in acecordance with
the provisions of the eighteenth article thereof:

That section eighteen, article eight is hereby amended to read as
follows :

Section 18. The General Assembly may, by general law, provide
a manner in which, and the time and place at which, qualified war
veteran voters may vote, who are unable to attend at their proper
polling places because of being bed-ridden or otherwise physically
incapacitated, and may provide for the return and canvass of their
“votes in the election distriet in which they respectively reside. Posi-
tive proof of being bed-ridden or otherwise physically incapacitated
shall be given by affidavit or by certification of a physician, hospital
or other authenticated source.
