by such designated officer or person, accompanied by
a certificate of his designation by the proper authority
of such organization, or of the Adjutant General, or
the State Director of Selective Service, as the case may
be. Upon receipt of such writing and certificate in
form as herein provided the Secretary of the Common-
wealth, with the approval of the Governor, shall issue
under his hand and seal of his office a certificate of
appointment to such designated officer or person which
shall authorize him to take affidavits or acknowledgments
of veterans and their dependents in connection with
their affairs as such before the United States, any agency
thereof, or the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, any
agency or political subdivision thereof. Such authorized
officer or person shall exercise the authority conferred
under the provisions of this act at the pleasure of the
Governor.

Each affidavit or acknowledgment taken as above au-
thorized shall contain the date, signature and title of
the officer or person administering the same and the
number of the certificate issued to the authorized officer
or person.

Each certificate issued as aforesaid by the Secretary
of the Commonwealth shall be numbered in the order
of date issued, and the Secretary of the Commonwealth
is hereby authorized to certify such appointment when-
ever required.

The Secretary of the Commonwealth shall make no
charge whatsoever for filing, appointing, or certifying
under the provisions of this act, nor shall any officer
or person so designated and authorized make any charge
for taking such acknowledgments or affidavits.

AN ACT

Amending the act of May two, one thousand nine hundred
twenty-five (Pamphlet Laws 448), entitled “An act relating to
fish; and amending, revising, consolidating, and changing the
law relating to fish in the inland waters and the boundary lakes
and boundary rivers of the Commonwealth,” authorizing issu-
ance of free licenses to certain veterans.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Subsection (b) of section 220, act of May
two, one thousand nine hundred twenty-five (Pam-

phlet Laws 448), known as ‘‘The Fish Law of one
thousand nine hundred twenty-five,”” amended July
twenty-eight, one thousand nine hundred fifty-three
(Pamphlet Laws 666), is amended to read:

Section 220. Resident Fishing Licenses Fees.—

* * * L J *

(b) Any disabled veteran of any war or armed con-
flict whose disability consists of the loss or one or more
limbs, or the loss of the use of one or more limbs, or a
veteran who is totally blind and who meets the above
qualifications shall be issued such license upon applica-
tion to any county treasurer without the payment of
the above license fee provided for the use of the Com-
monwealth. The application for the issuance of a license
in such case shall, in addition to the other information
required, contain a statement that the applicant is a
war or armed conflict veteran and that his disability
was service inecurred. The county treasurer may like-
wise require of such applicant the production of such
applicant’s discharge papers.

AN ACT

Amending the act of June twenty-three, one thousand nine hun-
dred thirty-one (Pamphlet Laws 932), entitled “An act relating
to cities of the third class; and amending, revising, and con-
solidating the law relating thereto,” further regulating the power
of the directors of the various departments to suspend certain
employes and providing appeals.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section four thousand four hundred eight,
act of June twenty-three, one thousand nine hundred
thirty-one (Pamphlet Laws 932), known as ‘‘The Third
Class City Code,’’ amended June twenty-eight, one
thousand nine hundred fifty-one (Pamphlet Laws 662),
is amended to read:

Section 4408. Suspension and Discharge; Reduction
of Employes; Appeals.—All employes subject to civil
service shall be subject to suspension by the director of
the department for miseonduct, or violation of any law
