AN ACT 

Amending the act of May twenty-seven, one thousand eight 
hundred forty-one (Pamphlet Laws 400), entitled "An act 
relating to the Election of County Treasurers, and for other 
purposes," removing certain eligibility restrictions. 

The General .Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows : 

Section 1. Section three, act _of May twenty-seven, 
one thousand eight hundred forty-one (Pamphlet Laws 
400), entitled "An act relating to the Election of County 
Treasurers, and for other purposes,'' is amended to read : 

Section 3. No judge, clerk, or prothonotary of any 
court, register of wills, recorder of deeds, county com­
missioner, or county auditor, shall be eligible to [elec­
tion] serve as county treasurer, during their con­
tinuance in office. [nor shall any county commissioner, 
or county auditor be eligible until the expiration of one 
year next after the term for which they shall have been 
elected, nor shall any county treasurer serve in such 
office for more than two years, in any term of four 
years.] 

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

AN ACT 

Amending the act of March twenty-four, one thousand nine hun­
dred thirty-seven (Pamphlet Laws 109), entitled "An act relating 
to interstate cooperation; creating the Pennsylvania Commission 
on Interstate Cooperation, as well as committees on interstate 
cooperation of the Senate and of the House of Representatives; 
defining the powers and duties of said commission and of said 
committees; and imposing duties on the Governor and the 
Secretary of the Commonwealth,'' increasing the number of 
the Commission on Interstate Cooperation. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as *follows: 

Section 1. Sections two, three and four, act of March 
twenty-four, one thousand nine hundred thirty-seven 
(Pamphlet Laws 109), entitled "An act relating to in­
terstate cooperation; creating the Pennsylvania Com­
mission on Interstate Cooperation, as well as commit­
tees on interstate cooperation of the Senate and of the

LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA, 

House of Representatives; defining the powers and 
duties of said commission and of said committees; and 
imposing duties on the Governor and the Secretary of 
the Commonwealth,'' amended March ten, one thousand 
nine hundred forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 25), are 0 

amended to read: 
Section 2. There is hereby established a select Com­

mittee on Interstate Cooperation of the Senate to con­
sist of [five] seven senators. The members of this Com­
mittee shall be appointed by the President pro tempore 
of the Senate who shall also designate one of the mem­
bers of the committee as chairman. The Lieutenant Gov­
ernor may be appointed as one of the [five] seven mem­
bers of this committee. 

Section 3. There is hereby established a similar select 
Committee on Interstate Cooperation of the House of 
Representatives, also to consist of [five] seven members, 
and the members of this committee shall be appointed by 
the Speaker of the House of Representatives who shall 
also designate one of the members of the committee as 
chairman. 

Section 4. The said Commission on Interstate Co­
operation shall be composed of [fifteen] twenty-one mem­
bers, namely: 

The [five] seven members of the Committee on Inter­
state Cooperation of the Senate; 

The [five] seven members of the Committee on Inter­
state Cooperation of the House of Representatives; and 

[Five] Seven officials of the State government named 
by the Governor. 

The members of the commission shall elect one of its 
members as chairman and one of its members as vice­
chairman· 

The Governor shall be an honorary member of the 
commission. 

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
