Fixing the compensation and mileage of ceunty auditors in
counties of the sixth, seventh and eighth classes.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

The county auditors in counties of the
sixth, seventh and eighth classes shall receive ten dol-
lars ($10.00) for each day necessarily employed in the
discharge of their duties, together with six cents per mile
circular from and to their homes once each and every
day so employed.

The act of May twenty-three, one thou-
sand nine hundred forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 1803),
entitled ‘“An act fixing the compensation and mileage
of county auditors in counties of the sixth and seventh
class,’’ is repealed.
