The affirmative vote of a majority of all the mem-
bers of this committee, duly recorded, showing how each
member voted, shall be required in order to take action
upon those subjects enumerated in section five hundred
eight of this act. TFailure to comply with the provisions
of this act shall render void and unenforceable the aects
of the joint school committee with reference thereto. The
joint board and the joint school committee, if authorized,
shall organize annually during the month of December
by electing a president, wvice-president and secretary,
[and the] who shall perform the duties imposed by this
act on the president, vice-president and secretary of regu-
lar school boards. The secretary so elected shall serve
for a term of four years. The expenses of maintaining
the joint schoo! or department shall be paid by warrant
drawn on the joint board treasurer by the president and
secretary of the joint board or the joint school com-
mittee.

AN ACT

Amending the act of March ten, one thousand nine hundred forty-
nine (Pamphlet Laws 30), entitled “An act relating to the
public school system, mcludmg certain provisions applicable as
well to private and parochial schools; amending, rev1smg, con-
solidating and changing the laws rela.tmg thereto,” providing
jointure by joint boards to establish and manage, vocational or
technical schools.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section one thousand seven hundred seven,
act of March ten, one thousand nine hundred forty-nine
(Pamphlet Laws 30), known as the ‘‘Public School Code
of 1949,”’ amended July twenty-seven, one thousand
nine hundred fifty-three (Pamphlet Laws 629),
amended to read:

Section 1707. Joint School Committee.—The boards
of school directors, establishing any joint school or de-
partment, may supervise and direct its affairs, jointly, in
the same manner as the affairs of individual school
distriets are managed ; or they may agree that the affairs
of such joint school or department may be managed by
a joint school committee within the limits of the budget
adopted by the joint board. Where such management
is delegated to a joint school committee, every school
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board establishing joint schools or departments shall,
at the annual meeting during the month of December,
select one or more of its members who, with the members
chosen in like manner in the other districts, shall con-
stitute the joint school committee. This committee shall
have all the powers and duties and be subject to all the
liabilities with reference to the supervision, maintenance
and regulation of such joint schools or departments as
are now conferred or imposed by law upon school boards
generally. The affirmative vote of a majority of all
the members of this committee, duly recorded, showing
how each member voted, shall be required in order to
take action upon those subjects enumerated in section
five hundred eight of this act. Failure to comply with
the provisions of this act shall render void and un-
enforceable the acts of the joint school committee with
reference thereto. The joint board and the joint school
committee, if authorized, shall organize annually during
the month of December by electing a president and
secretary, and the expenses of maintaining the joint
school or department shall be paid by warrant drawn
on the joint board treasurer by the president and secre-
tary of the joint board or the joint school committee.

Whenever two or more boards of school directors, who
are at the time members of a joint board operating o
joint school or department, join with other boards of
school directors in the formation of a joint school com-
mitiee operating @ vocational or techmical school, the
joint committee may be formed as may be agreed: Pro-
vided, That each joint school or depariment have at least
one member on the joint school commitiee.

AN ACT

Amending the act of August ten, one thousand nine hundred fifty-
one (Pamphlet Laws 1163), entitled as amended “An act relating
to the orphang’ court; conferring exclusive jurisdiction on such
courts over the administration and distribution of decedents’
estates, trust estates, minors’ estates, and absentees’ estates; con-
ferring concurrent jurisdiction over the administration and dis-
tribution of incompetents’ estates and the determination of
title to real estates in certain cases; providing for the organiza-
tion of orphans’ courts, the procedure therein, the powers and
duties of the judges thereof, and appeals therefrom,” conferring
on orphans’ courts exclusive jurisdiction of all manner of pro-
ceedings affecting birth records.
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
