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for certificates of title or registration of motor vehicles 
owned and used by war amputees which were obtained 
through the Veterans' Administration. All such vehicles, 
except those owned and used by the Federal Govern­
ment, shall be titled and registered, and shall display 
registration plates as is now provided for privately 
owned motor vehicles, trailers and semi-trailers. 

AU vehicles titled and registered under the provisions 
of this subsectiow shall be operated and used exclusively 
for the purpose because of which payment of fees was 
not required. 

Penalty.-Any person violating any of the provisions 
of this subsection shall, upon summary conviction before 
a magistrate, be sentenced to pay a fine of twenty-five 
($25) dollars and costs of prosecution, and, in default 
of the payment thereof, shall undergo imprisonment for 
not more than ten days.

AN ACT 

Amending the act of April nine, one thousand nine hundred 
twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 177), entitled "An act providing 
for and reorganizing the conduct of the executive and adminis­
trative work of the Commonwealth by the Executive Depart­
ment thereof and the administrative departments, boards, 
commissions, and officers thereof, including the boards of trus­
tees of State Normal Schools, or Teachers Colleges; abolishing, 
creating, reorganizing or authorizing the reorganization of 
certain administrative departments, boards, and commissions; 
defining the powers and duties of the Governor and other 
executive and administrative officers, and of the several ad­
ministrative departments, boards, commissions, and officers; 
fixing the salaries of the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, and 
certain other executive and administrative officers; providing 
for the appointment of certain administrative officers, and 
of all deputies and other assistants and employes in certain 
departments, boards, and commissions; and prescribing the 
manner in which the number and compensation of the deputies 
and all other assistants and employes of certain departments, 
boards and commissions shall be determined," further pre­
scribing the qualifications of members of the State Board of 
Chiropractic Examiners. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section four hundred sixty-one, act of 
April nine, one thousand nine hundred twenty-nine 
(Pamphlet Laws 177), known as "The Administrative 
Code of 1929," added May twenty-three, one thousand 
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"The Adminis­
trative Code of 
1929". 

Section 461, act 
of April 9, 1929, 
P. L. 177, added 
May 23, 1949, 
P. L. 1717, 
amended. 
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nine hundred forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 1717), is 
amended to read: 

Section 461. State Board of Chiropractic Examin­
ers.-The State Board of Chiropractic Examiners is 
hereby created and shall consist of the Superintendent 
of Public Instruction and five (5) members to be ap­
pointed by the Governor within sixty (60) days after 
the effective date of this act. The term of office of each 
member so appointed, except as herein otherwise pro­
vided, shall be four ( 4) years until his successor be 
appointed and qualified. 

Each member of the board shall be a graduate of a 
legally incorporated and reputable school or college of 
chiropractic [and], shall have been engaged in the full­
time practice of chiropractic in this State for at least 
•five ( 5) years immediately preceding [the effective 
date of this act,] May twenty-three, one thousand nine 
hundred forty-nine and [shall not] at the time of his 
appointment duly licensed as a chiropractor under the 
provisions of the "Chiropractic Registration A.ct of 
1951," or at the time of his apointment shall have been 
duly licensed for a period of five ( 5) consecutive years as 
a chiropractor under the provisions of said act. No mem­
ber shall be in any manner financially interested in or 
connected with the faculty or management of any chiro­
practic school or college. Not more than two (2) mem­
bers of the board shall be graduates of any one school or 
college of chiropractic. 

Any vacancy occurring in the board shall be filled 
by the Governor for the unexpired term only. In the 
original appointment of the members of the board, one 
(1) member shall be appointed for the term of one (1) 
year, one (1) member for the term of two (2) years, 
one (1) member for the term of three (3) years, and 
two (2) members for the term of four ( 4) years. Three 
(3) members of the board shall constitute a quorum, and 
the board shall annually select from among its members 
a chairman and shall elect a secretary who need not be 
a member of the boar·d. 

The members of the board other than the Superin­
tendent of Public Instruction shall receive actual trav­
eling expenses and fifteen dollars ( $15) per diem when 
actually engaged in the performance of the official 
duties, and the secretary shall receive such compensation 
as the board shall determine, with the approval of the 
Superintendent of Public Instruction.
