Reenacting and amending the act of May twenty-three, one
thousand nine hundred forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 1661), en-
titled, as amended, “An act to impose a tax on real estate for
public school purposes in school districts of the first class for
current expenses,’ extending the act to include school districts
of the first class A.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The title of and the act of May twenty-
three, one thousand nine hundred forty-nine (Pamphlet
Laws 1661), entitled, as amended, ‘“An act to impcse
a tax on real estate for public school purposes in school
districts of the first class for current expenses,’’ ve-
enacted and amended May twenty-nine, one thousand
nine hundred fifty-one (Pamphlet Laws 493), are re-
enacted and amended to read:

AN ACT

To impose a tax on real estate for publiec school pur-
poses in school distriets of the first class and of the
first class A for current expenses.

Section 1. The Board of Public Education in school
districts of the first class and of the first class A shall
levy annually, on or after the second Monday of Novem-
ber and before the first Monday of December next fol-
lowing, a tax of not less than one or more than one
and one-half mills on each dollar of the total assessment
of all real property assessed and certified for taxation
in said district.

To further amend the act approved the eighteenth day of July,
one thousand nine hundred seventeen (Pamphlet Laws 1043),
entitled “An act establishing a public school employes’ retire-
ment systern, and creating a retirement board for the adminis-
