AN ACT 

Amending the act of June seventeen, one thousand nine hundred 
thirteen (Pamphlet Laws 507), entitled "An act to provide 
revenue for State and county purposes, and, in cities coexten­
sive with cmmties, for city and county purposes; imposing taxes 
upon certain classes of personal property; providing for the 
assessment and collection of the same; providing for the duties 
and compensation of prothonotaries and recorders in connection 
therewith; and modifying existing legislation which provided 
for raising revenue for State purposes," by making said act 
applicable to all taxes heretofore and hereafter levied and 
remaining uncollected. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section 16, act of June seventeen, one 
thousand nine hundred thirteen (Pamphlet Laws 507), 
entitled ''An act to provide revenue for State and 
county purposes, and, in cities coextensive with counties, 
for city and county purposes; imposing taxes upon 
certain classes of personal property; providing for the 
assessment and collection of the same; providing for the 
duties and compensation of prothonotaries and recorders 
in connection therewith; and modifying existing legisla­
tion which provided for raising revenue for State pur­
poses,'' is amended by adding, at the end thereof, a new 
subsection to read: 

Section 16. * * • 
( e) The provis,ions of this section shall apply to all 

taxes covered by the provisions of this act hereto/ ore 
levied and remaining uncollected as well as to all such 
taxes hereafter levied.
