Amending the act of May one, one thousand nine hundred twenfy-
nine (Pamphlet Laws 905), entitled “An act for the protection
of the public safety; regulating the use of highways, and the
operation of vehicles, tractors, street cars, trackless trolley
omnibuses, bicycles, pedestrians, and the riding of animals upon
the highways of this Commonwealth; providing for the titling,
including liens, encumbrances, and legal claims; registration of
certain vehicles and licensing the operators thereof, upon pay-
ment of prescribed fees; prescribing and limiting the powars
of local authorities to deal with the subject matter of this act;
conferring powers and imposing duties upon the Department
of Revenue, the Department of Highways, peace officers, mayors,
burgesses, magistrates, aldermen, justices of the peace, the
courts and the clerks thereof, owners of vehicles, and garage
keepers; providing that records are admissible as’ evidence;
