(2) The act of May twelve, one thousand nine hun-
dred thirty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 133), entitled ‘‘An
act to regulate the sale and possession of sulfanilamide
and its derivatives in the interest of public health.’’

AN ACT

Amending the act of May four, one thousand nine hundred
twenty-seven (Pamphlet Laws 519), entitled “An act concern-
ing boroughs, and revising, amending, and consolidating the law
relating to boroughs,” further regulating the procedure to be
followed in enacting necessary ordinances in the course of
preparing a consolidation, codification or revision of ordinances.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Subsection (b) of section one thousand
eight, act of May four, one thousand nine hundred
twenty-seven (Pamphlet Laws 519), known as ‘‘The
Borough Code,’’ reenacted and amended July ten, one
thousand nine hundred forty-seven (Pamphlet Laws
1621), is amended to read:

Section 1008. Recording, Advertising and Proof of
Ordinances; Codification of Ordinances.— *

(b) Whenever any borough shall have caused to be
prepared a consolidation, codification or revision of the
general body of borough ordinances, or the ordinances
on a particular subject, the borough council may adopt
such consolidation, codification or revision as an ordi-
nance of the borough, in the same manner that is now
prescribed by law for the adoption of borough ordi-
nances, except as hereinafter provided.




SESSION OF 1955.

Any such consolidation, codification or revision of
borough ordinances to be enacted as a single ordinance
shall be introduced in the borough council at least thirty-
days before its final enactment, and at least fifteen daye
before its final enactment, notice of the introduction of
any such consolidation, codification or revision, specify-
ing its general nature and content, shall be given by
advertisement in a newspaper of general circulation in
said borough.

‘When any such consohdatwn codification or revision
has been enacted as an ordmance it shall not be neces-
sary to advertise the entire text thereof, but it shall be
sufficient in any such case, to publish or advertise the
table of contents thereof in the manner provided by
law for the advertising of ordinances. Such advertise-
ment shall, in addition to setting forth the table of
contents, specify that the ordinance is only a consolida-
tion, codification or revision of existing ordinances, or
ordinances on a particular subject, and shall indicate
a place within the borough where a copy thereof may
be examined.

The procedure set forth tn this section for the con-
solidation, codification or revision of borough ordinances
as a single ordinance may also be followed in enacting
a complete group or body of ordinances, repealing or
amending existing ordinances as may be necessary, in
the course of preparing a consolidation, codification or
reviston of the borough ordinances, except that in such
case the advertisement shall list, in liew of a table of
contents, the titles only of each of the ordinances in such
complete group or body of ordinances.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
