AN ACT

Amending the act of May one, one thousand nine hundred thirty-
three (Pamphlet Laws 103), entitled “An act concerning town-
ships of the second class; and amending, revising, consolidating,
and changing the law relating thereto,” clarifying the effect of
certain provisions of the act with respect to powers granted by
other laws.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Article X1I., act of May one, one thousand
nine hundred thirty-three (Pamphlet Laws 103), known
as ‘“‘The Second Class Township Code,”’ reenacted and
amended July ten, one thousand nine hundred forty-
seven (Pamphlet Laws 1481), is amended by adding, at
the end thereof, a new subdivision to read:

ARTICLE XI.

(r) Legislative Intent
Section 1197. Powers and Exercise Thereof Supple-
mental to Other Laws.—The foregoing sections in this
article X1. shall be deemed to provide an additional and
alternative method to any local or special existing laws
for the doing of things authorized by article XI. and
shall be regarded as supplemental end additional to
powers conferred by such local or special existing laws.
