AN ACT

Amending the act of March ten, one thousand nine hundred
forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 30), entitled “An act relating to the
public school system, including certain provisions applicable as
well to private and parochial schools; amending, revising, con-
solidating and changing the laws relating thereto,” by providing
for military leaves of absence for public schoo! employes who
are inducted for military service at any time.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Clause (a) of section one thousand one
hundred seventy-six, act of March ten, one thousand
nine hundred forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 30), known as
the ‘‘Public School Code of 1949,”’ amended July nine-
teen, one thousand nine hundred fifty-one (Pamphlet
Laws 1063), is amended to read:

Section 1176. Leave of absence.—

(a) Any employe of any school district, who shall
have been regularly employed by [said] eny school dis-
triet or vocational school district for any period, and who
shall volunteer [or be called] for military [or naval]
service [by] in the armed forces of the United States
of America in time of war or during a state of national
emergency or who shall be inducted for military service
wm the Armed Forces of the United States of America af
any time, shall, within thirty (30) days after the receipt
of notice to [said effect] report for duty, send a copy of
such notice to the secretary of the school board by which
he is employed.

Section 2. Section one thousand one hundred
seventy-seven, act of March ten, one thousand nine hun-
dred forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 30), known as the
‘‘Publie School Code of 1949°’ is amended to read:

Section 1177. Reinstatement in Former School Posi-
tion.—Upon termination of the military [or naval] serv-
ice of such an employe [in time of war or during a state
of national emergency], the school board shall imme-
diately return said employe to the same position in tae
same school or schools, from which said employe was
granted leave of absence, or if this is impracticable in
the opinion of the board, then to a similar position.

Section 8. The provisions of this amendatory sct
shall be construed to include all public school employes

AN ACT

Amending the act of April nine, one thousand nine hundred
twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 177), entitled “An act providing
for and reorganizing the conduct of the executive and adminis-
trative work of the Commonwealth by the Executive Depart-
ment thereof, and the administrative departments, boards,
commissions, and officers thereof, including the boards of trustees
of State Normal Schools, or Teachers Colleges; abolishing,
creating, reorganizing or authorizing the reorganization of cer-
tain administrative departments, boards, and commissions;
defining the powers and duties of the Governor and other
executive and administrative officers, and of the several adminis-
trative departments, boards, commissions, and officers; fixing
the salaries of the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, and certain
other executive and administrative officers; providing for the
appointment of certain administrative officers, and of all
deputies and other assistants and employes in certain depart-
ments, boards, and commissions; and prescribing the manner
in which the number and compensation of the deputies and
all other assistants and employes of certain departments, boards
and commissions shall be determined,” further regulating mem-
bership of the State Veterans’ Commission.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Subsection (b) of seetion four hundred
forty-eight, act of April nine, one thousand nine hun-
dred twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 177), known as ‘‘ The
Administrative Code of 1929,’’ amended June six, one
thousand nine hundred forty-five (Pamphlet Laws 1398),
is amended to read:

Section 448. Advisory Boards and Commissions.—
The advisory boards and commissions, within the several
administrative departments, shall be constituted as
follows:
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{(b) The State Veterans’ Commission shall consist of
the Adjutant General, ex-officio, and [seven] nine mem-
bers, all of whom shall have served in the armed forces
of the United States while a state of war existed between
the United States of America and another sovereign
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
