Section 4. It, shall be a violation of this act to use 
the term ''certified,'' or any form or modification of 
this term which tends to co:p.vey to the purchaser of such 
seed or plantilng material for vegetative p1·opagaticm 
that the same has been certified as defined in section 
one of this act, on tags or containers, either orally or 
in writing, or in advertisi11g material intended to pro­
mote the sale of seed potatoes or agricultural ·Or vegetable 
seeds or planting maJerial for veget(f;tive propagation, 
or on labels or containers, except when such seed potatoes 
or agricultural or vegetable seeds or planting material 
shall have been inspected and certified to under the 
provisions of this act. 

Section 5. Authority to make all necessary rules 
and regulations to carry out the provisions of this act 
is hereby conferred on the department. 

Section 6. Any person, copartnership, association or 
corporation, and any officer, agent, servant or employE· 
thereof, violating any of the provisions of this act, shall. 
[be guilty of a misdemeanor, and, on conviction, shall],. 
npon summary conviction for the first or second offense, 
be sentenced to pay a fine of not more than [two hun­
dred dol1ars ($200.00) for each offense] one hundred 
dollars ($100), ancl in defaitlt of the payment thereof 
shall undergo 1'mpr£sonment for not more than thirty 
days, and for the third 01· siibseqnent offense shall be 
sentenced to pay a. fine of not more than five hnndred 
dollars ($500), oi· nndergo impri'.sonment for ninety 
days, or both. All fines collected under this act shall lx~ 
paid to the department and shall be, by it, paid into 
the State Treasury through the Department of Revenue.

AN ACT 
Amending the act of May fourteen, one thousand nine hundred 

seven (Pamphlet Laws 197), entitled "An act to provide for the 
establishing and maintenance of one or more sanatoria or 
colonies, in Pennsylvania, for the free care and treatment of 
indigent persons suffering from tuberculosis, and making an 
appropriation therefor," extending its provisions to all persons 
suffering or suspected of suffering from tuberculosis.

Preamble. 

LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA, 

lishing and maintenance of one or more sanatoria or 
colonies, in Pennsylvania, for the free care and treat­
ment of indigent persons suffering from tuberculosis, 
and making an appropriation therefor,'' are amended 
to read: 

AN ACT 
To provide for the establishing and maintenance of one 

or more sanatoria or colonies, in Pennsylvania, for 
the free care and treatment of [indigent] persons 
suffering or suspected of suffering from tuberculosis, 
and making an appropriation therefor. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That one or more 
sanatoria or colonies be established in the State, for the 
reception and treatment of [indigent persons affected 
with incipient tuberculosis, and those so far advanced 
with the same disease, that may be made comfortable, 
and removed from their families and the people at large 
to prevent the spread of the contagion.] persons affected 
or suspected of being affected with tuberculosis, and 
removed from their families and people at large to pre­
vent the spread of contagion. 

For these purposes the Department of Health, with 
the approval of the Governor, shall be authorized to 
acquire property, erect buildings, equip the same, and 
do all things necessary to accomplish such work, for the 
best interests of the people of this Commonwealth, in 
curing and preventing tuberculosis. 

Section 2. The provisions of this act shall become 
effective immediately upon final enactment.

.A.N ACT 

Regulating waste disposal areas in certain parts of the Common­
wealth; providing for permits; placing duties upon the Depart­
ment of Mines; and imposing penalties. 

Whereas, the igniting of fires on waste disposal areas, as herein 
defined, has proven a menace to the lives and property of our 
citizens in the anthracite and bituminous coal mining areas; and 

"Whereas, the Commonwealth, the Federal government and 
local governments have expended and are committed to the 
expenditure of large sums of money in extinguishing and con­
trolling these fires and the poisonous gases issuing therefrom; 
and 

Whereas, to protect lives and property, the General Assembly 
deems it important to regulate the use of waste disposal areas. 
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
