to pay a fine not exceeding one thousand dollars 
( $1000), or, in the case of an individual or the officerH 
and members of an association, partnership, or corpora·· 
tion, to undergo an imprisonment not exceeding one 
year, or both, in the discretion of the court. 

All fines and penalties imposed and recovered for 
the violation of any of the provisions of this act shall 
be paid into the State Treasury, through the Department 
of Revenue, and credited to the General Fund. 

(b) The Attorney General at the request of the de· 
partment, may, in the name of the Commonwealth, in·· 
stitute proceedings in equity in the Court of Common 
Pleas of Dauphin County for the purpose of enjoining 
the conduct of business in this Commonwealth contrary 
to the provisions of this act, and for such purpose, 
jurisdiction is hereby conferred upon said court. In 
such case, the Attorney General shall not be required 
to give bond. 

Section 10. (a) The provisions of this act shall not 
be construed to be impaired or in any way affected by 
the provisions of the act, approved the second day oJ' 
July, one thousand nine hundred and thirty-five (Pam­
phlet Laws 589), entitled "An act to safeguard human 
health and life by providing for the issuance of permits 
to, and regulation of persons and entities selling milk 
and milk products; conferring powers, and imposing 
duties on the Secretary of Health, the Advisory Health 
Board ; and otherwise providing for the administration 
of the act; and imposing penalties,'' or its amendments.

AN A.CT 

Amending the act of June seven, one thousand nine hundred one 
(Pamphlet Laws 491), entitled "An act authorizing municipali·· 
ties to define and fix the terms for the use of public parks, or 
grounds of any kind, for railroad purposes," extending such 
authority. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn·· 
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section one, act of June seven, one thou·· 
sand nine hundred one (Pamphlet Laws 491), entitled 
'' A.n act authorizing municipalities to define and fix the

trrms for the use of public parks, or grounds of any 
kiud, for railroad purposes,'' is amended to read: 

S<'ction 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the municipal 
and other corporation or public officers, or authorities 
owning or having charge of any park or public grounds 
in cities of the first and second class, may enter into 
an agreement with any railroad company, maintaining 
and operating a railroad wi'.hin this State, defining arid 
fixing the manner, terms and conditions upon which 
sueh park or public grounds, or any portion thrreof, may 
be used and occupied by said raili·oad company or its 
duly a11t/iorizccl lessee with [its) traeks and passenger 
[-station buildings] or frciuht terminal facilities. 

Section 2. All agreemrnts entered into prior to the 
effl•etfre date of this aet bet\\"<'en any municipal and 
other corporation or public offieers or authorities, owning 
or having charge ol' any park or public grounds in cities 
of the first and second class, ancl any railroad company, 
which comply with the proYisions of this act, are hcrl'by 
ratifiPd aml made valid to the same extent as if they 
had been entered into subsequent to the effective date 
of this act.

AN ACT 

Authorizing the D0pnrtrnent of Property and Supplies, with the 
appronll of the Gon'rnor. to a!'quirc two acres of land, more 
or Ie~s. in the Dorough of Dam·ille, Montour County, Pcnn­
sylrnnia. for use of Danville State Hospital; and making an 
appropriation. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
syh·ania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. The Department of Property and Sup­
plies, with the approval of the Governor, is hereby au­
thorized to purchase on bl'half of the Commonwralth 
of Pennsylrnnia for use of the Danville State Hospital 
a tract of land, known as the Cook property, in the 
Borong-h of Dal1\'ille, l\iontour County, bouuded and 
described as follows: 

Bt>ginning- at a point; thence north 30 cleg-rees 3 
minutes west 409 f£'<'t to a point; t11l'nce sonth 45 de­
gre<'s 0 minntl's \\'Pst 225 fePt to a point; thence north 
29 degrees 0 minutes west 440 fel't to a point; thence 
north 53 degrees 30 minutes east 186 feet to the point 
of beginning, containing two acres, more or less. 
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
