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Such provisions in any contract shall be deemed to 
contain or imply conditions that such commodities may 
be resold without reference to such agreement in the 
following cases : 

(a) In closing out the owners stock for the purpose 
of discontinuing delivering any such commodity. 

(b) When the goods are damaged or deteriorated in 
quality, or removed from the fair trade price schedule 
of the producer or owner of the trade-mark, brand or 
name, and notice is given the public thereof. 

( c) By any officer acting under orders of any court 
or in the execution of any writ or distress. 

Section 2. Wilfully and knowingly advertising, of­
fering for sale, or selling any commodity at less than 
the price stipulated in any contract entered into pursu­
ant to the provisions of section one of this act, whether 
the person so advertising, offering for sale, or selling is, 
or is not, a party to such contract, is unfair competi­
tion and is actionable at the suit of such vendor, buyer 
or purchaser of such commodity. It shall, however, be 
a complete defense to such an action for the defendant 
to prove that the party stipulating such price, after at 
least seven days written notice given by the defendant 
prim· to the commencement of siich action, has failed 
to take reasonable and diligent steps to prevent the 
continuation of such advertising, offering for sale or 
selling, by those in competition with the defendant, who 
were specified in such notice.
