Pennsylvania Training School, the cost of maintaining
them will be borne by that institution,

AN ACT

Providing for the establishment of police *pension funds or pen-
sion annuities in certain boroughs, towns and townships, and
the regulation and maintenan-e thercof; providing for an actu-
ary; continuance of existing funds or transfer thercof to funds
herein established ; prescribing rights of beneficiaries; contribu-
tions by members; providing for expenses of administration;
continuation of existing authority to provide annuity contracts;
credit for military service; refunds; exempting allowances from
judicial process; and repealing certain acts.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Each borough, town and township of this
Commonwealth maintaining a police force of eight or
more members shall establish, by ordinance or resolu-
tion, a police pension fund or pension annuity to be main-
tained by a charge against each member of the police
force, by annual appropriations made by the borough,
town or township, by payments made by the State Treas-
urer to the municipal treasurer from the moneys received
from taxes paid upon premiums by foreign-casualty in-
surance companies for purposes of pension retirement,
for policemen and by gifts, grants, devises or bequests
granted to the pension fund pursuant to section two of
this act. Such fund shall be under the direction of the
governing body of the borough, town or township, and
applied under such regulations as such governing body
may, by ordinance or resolution, prescribe for the benefit
of such members of the police force as shall receive hon-
orable discharge therefrom by reason of age and service,

“Section 2. Any borough, town or township police
pension fund shall be authorized to take by gift, grant,
devise or bequest, any money or property, real, personal
or mixed, in trust, for the benefit of such fund and the
