liability; (b) all trusts and fiduciary relationships have 
been divested and settled to the satisfaction of the in­
terested parties or the court having jurisdiction, or, in 
the case of any disputed claim arising therefrom, the 
bank and trust company or trust company has trans­
mitted to the court having jurisdiction a sum adequate 
to meet such liability; and ( c) any funds payable to 
a depositor or creditor and unclaimed have been paid 
through the Department of Revenue into the State 
Treasury, without escheat, and a report thereof filed 
with the Secretary of Banking.

AN ACT 

Amending the act of June twenty-two, one thousand nine hundred 
thirty-one (Pamphlet Laws 720), entitled "An act providing 
for the taking over by the Commonwealth, under certain terms, 
conditions and limitations, of certain streets in cities of the 
second class, second class A, and third class as State high­
ways, and for the improvement, construction, reconstruction, 
resurfacing and maintenance by the Commonwealth of certain 
defined widths of said streets; imposing duties on such cities and 
on public utility companies using such streets; providing that 
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no assessment shall be made upon the Commonwealth in the 
elimination of any grade crossing thereon; authorizing cities, 
persons, associations, or corporations to enter into agreements 
with the Commonwealth to bear a portion of the cost of con­
struction or maintenance; providing for the assessment of cer­
tain portions of the cost of street improvements on abutting 
property owners; regulating the replacement of certain facilities 
of public utility companies; prohibiting the opening of said 
streets after improvement without ~ permit, and providing 
penalty therefor; regulating the maintenance of detours; au­
thorizing the increase of city indebtedness in certain cases; and 
appropriating money in the Motor License Fund for the pur­
poses of this act," adding certain new routes. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section l. The act of June twenty-two, one thousand

Beginning at a point on Legislatfoe 
Route 525 at Station 45 + 18 (the intersection of D 
Street with Fairfield Avenue); thence in a southerly 
direction over D Street, in the city of Johnstown, to 
the Johnstown C1'.ty line, in Cambria County, a distance 
of about 0.2 of a mile. 
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Route 20156. Beginning at a point on the intersec­
tion of West Spring Street and West Central Avenue; 
thence easterly on Spring Street to Franklin Street; 
thence continuing easterly on Diamond Street to an 
intersection with East Central Avenue, in the City of 
Titusville, Crawford County, a distance of about 0.5 
of a mile.

168 Station 971 + 25), in the City of Scranton, Lacka­
wanna County, a distance of about 1.8 miles.
