AN ACT 

Amending the act of June one, one thousand nine hundred thirty­
three (Pamphlet Laws 1172), entitled "An act establishing 
certain streets in boroughs and incorporated towns as State 
highways, and providing for their construction and maintenance 
at the expense of the Commonwealth," changing or deleting 
certain routes and adding certain new routes. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. The following routes established by sec­
tion two, act of .Tune one, one thousand nine hundred 
thirty-three (Pamphlet Laws 1172), entitled "An act 
establishing certain streets in boroughs and incorporated 
towns as State highways, and providing for their con­
struction and maintenance at the expense of the Common­
wealth,'' and its amendments, are deleted as indicated, 
or amended to read :
