The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. The Department of Property and Sup­
plies, with the approval of the Governor, is hereby 
authorized to purchase in the name of the Common­
wealth of Pennsylvania, for use of the Indiana State 
Teachers' College, a tract of land with buildings thereon, 
in the Borough of Indiana, Indiana County, Pennsyl­
vania, bounded and described as follows:
