AN ACT

Authorizing the Department of Property and Supplies, with the
approval of the Governor, to acquire a tract of land in the
Borough of Indiana, Indiana County, Pennsylvania, containing
2.5 acres, more or less, for the use of the Indiana State Teachers’
College, and making an appropriation.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The Department of Property and Sup-
plies, with the approval of the Governor, is hereby
authorized to purchase in the name of the Common-
wealth of Pennsylvania, for use of the Indiana State
Teachers’ College, a tract of land in the Borough of
Indiana, Indiana County, Pennsylvania, bounded and
described as follows:

Lots No. 117, 118, 119, 120, 121, 122, 123, 124, 125,
126, 127 and 128 on the south by Glass Street, on the

west by Lot No. 129, on the north by Marion Alley, on
the east by Eleventh Street. Each lot being 50 feet
in front on Glass Street and extending back of equal
width 150 feet to Marion Alley, containing 2.5 acres,

AN ACT

Directing the Legislative Reference Bureau to compile and pub-
lish a revised compilation of laws relating to war veterans, and
making an appropriation.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

The Legislative Reference Bureau shall
compile and publish a revised pamphlet containing a
compilation of the laws of Pennsylvania relating to war
veterans. A copy of the pamphlet shall be made avail-
able to any post, camp or chapter in this Commonwealth,
of any organization whose members served in the armed
forces of the United States.
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
