AN ACT 

Amending the act of March ten, one thousand nine hundred 
forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 30), entitled "An act relating to 
the public school system, including certain provisions applicable 
as well to private and parochial schools; amending, revising, 
consolidating and changing the laws relating thereto," providing 
for equal reimbursement to school districts of the first class A 
and first class for the school year 1954-1955. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Subsection ( d) of section 2502, act of 
March ten, one thousand nine hundred forty-nine (Pam­
phlet Laws 30), known as the ''Public School Code of 
1949, '' amended August nineteen, one thousand nine 
hundred fifty-three (Pamphlet Laws 1088, 1169 and 
1210) and August twenty-one, one thousand nine hun­
dred fifty-three (Pamphlet Laws 1223), is amended to 
read: 

Section 2502. Payments on Account of Instruction 

( d) For no year shall any school district or vocational 
school district receive less than the minimum subsidy 
per teaching unit nor shall any school district of the 
first class A, during the school year 1953-1954 for the 
school year 1952-1953, or during the school year 1954-
1955 for the school year 1953-1954, or during the school 
year 1955-1956 for the school year 1954-1955, receive 
less per teaching unit than the amount received by any 
district of the first class.
