AN ACT

Fixing the salaries and compensation of the Chief Justice and
judges of the Supreme Court, the President Judge and judges
of the Suvperior Court, the judges of the courts of common
pleas, the judges of the orphans’ courts, the judges of the
Municipal Court of Philadelphia and the judges of the County
Court and Juvenile Court of Allegheny County, certain asso-
ciate judges not learned in the law, certain state officers, and
the salary and expenses of the members of the General
Assembly, and repealing certain inconsistent acts.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. From and after the effective date of this
act, the judges of the Supreme Court, the judges of the
Superior Court, the judges of the courts of common
pleas, the judges of the orphans’ courts, the judges of
the Municipal Court of Philadelphia and the judges of
the County Court and Juvenile Court of Allegheny
County, shall receive the compensation hereinafter pro-
vided.

Section 2. The annual salary of the Chief Justice
of the Supreme Court shall be thirty thousand five hun-
dred dollars ($30,500), and the annual salary of each of
the associate judges of the Supreme Court shall be thirty
thousand dollars ($30,000).

Section 3. The annual salary of the President Judge
of the Superior Court shall be twenty-eight thousand
five hundred dollars ($28,500), and the annual salary
of each of the associate judges of the Superior Court
shall be twenty-eight thousand dollars ($28,000).

Section 4. The annual salary of each of the judges
of the courts of common pleas of the first and fifth
judieial districts shall be twenty-two thousand five hun-
dred dollars ($22,500).

With the exception of the judges of the courts of
common pleas of Dauphin County, the annual salary of
each of the judges of the courts of common pleas, learned
in the law, in judicial districts, having a population of
more than two hundred and fifty thousand and less than
one million inhabitants, shall be twenty thousand dol-
lars ($20,000) ; in judicial distriets, having a population
of one hundred thousand and more but less than two
hundred fifty thousand inhabitants, shall be twenty
thousand dollars ($20,000) ; in judicial districts, having
a population of sixty-five thousand or more and less
than one hundred thousand inhabitants, shall be nine-
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teen thousand dollars ($19,000); in judicial districts,
having a population of less than sixty-five thousand in-
habitants, eighteen thousand dollars ($18,000). The
amount of the salaries to be paid under this paragraph
in the several judicial districts shall be determined and
fixed according to the population of such districts as
ascertained by reference, from time to time, to the last
preceding decennial United States census.

Section 5. The judges of the courts of common pleas
of Dauphin County and the judges of the orphans’ court
of Dauphin County shall each receive twenty-five thou-
sand dollars ($25,000) annually.

Section 6. In any county where a separate orphans’
court is established, the annual salary of each judge of
the orphans’ court shall be the same as is paid to the
judge or judges of the court or courts of common pleas
in such county.

Section 7. The annual salary of the President Judge
of the Municipal Court of Philadelphia shall be eighteen
thousand five hundred dollars ($18,500), and the annual
salary of each of the other judges of the Municipal Court
of Philadelphia shall be eighteen thousand dollars ($18,-
000).

Section 8. The annual salary of the President Judge
of the County Court of Allegheny County shall be
eighteen thousand five hundred dollars ($18,500), and
the annual salary of each of the other judges of the
County Court of Allegheny County shall be eighteen
thousand dollars ($18,000).

Section 9. The annual salary of the judge of the
Juvenile Court of Allegheny County shall be eighteen
thousand dollars ($18,000).

Section 10. When any judge learned in the law is
called in, as is now provided by law, to assist the judge
or judges of any other judicial district, the judge so
called in shall be entitled to receive, for each day he is
actually engaged in the performance of such duty, the
sum of fifty dollars ($50) per day and the actual trav-
eling expenses not in excess of ten cents (10¢) for each
mile traveled to and from the place of holding court in
such distriet.

Section 11. The salaries or compensation of the asso-
ciate judges, not learned in the law, of the courts of this
Commonwealth shall be as follows: Each such associate
judge shall receive nine dollars ($9) per day for every
day he may be employed in the discharge of his official
duties. The salary of no such associate judge shall be
less than one thousand eight hundred dollars ($1,800)
annually. Each of said judges shall continue to be en-
titled to mileage as now provided by existing law.
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Section 12. The annual salaries and the compensa-
tion of the associate judges, not learned in the law, here-
inbefore provided for, shall be paid monthly by war-
rant of the Auditor General on the State Treasurer.

Section 13. Annual salaries of the Governor, Lieu-
tenant Governor, and the heads of departments, shall
be payable in equal semi-monthly installments, as fol-
lows:

Governor, thirty-five thousand dollars ($35,000).

Lieutenant Governor, twenty-two thousand five hun-
dred dollars ($22,500).

Secretary of the Commonwealth, twenty thousand dol-
lars ($20,000).

Attorney General, twenty thousand dollars ($20,000).

Auditor General, twenty-two thousand five hundred
dollars ($22,500).

State Treasurer, twenty-two thousand five hundred
dollars ($22,500). ‘

Secretary of Internal Affairs, twenty-two thousand
five hundred dollars ($22,500).

Superintendent of Publiec Instruction, twenty thou-
sand dollars ($20,000).

Adjutant General, twenty thousand dollars ($20,000).

Insurance Commissioner, twenty thousand dollars
($20,000).

OOSecretary of Banking, twenty thousand dollars ($20,-

S)eeretary of Agriculture, twenty thousand dollars

Secretary of Property and Supplies, twenty thousand

Neither the Governor, Lieutenant Governor nor the
head of any administrative department shall receive any
additional compensation for any services rendered to the
Commonwealth in any capacity.

Section 14. The salary of the members of the Gen-
eral Assembly shall be three thousand dollars ($3,000)
per annum and mileage to and from their homes at the
rate of ten cents (10¢) per mile cireular, for each week
a member was in actual attendance at the session, be-
tween their homes and the State capitol, and no other
compensation shall be allowed whatsoever, except each
member of the General Assembly shall receive an allow-
ance for clerical assistance and other expenses incurred
during his term in connection with the duties of his
office, in the sum of three thousand dollars ($3,000),
annually ; the salary and expenses to be payable in equal
monthly installments on the first of the month with the
exception that the installments due December first of each
year shall be added to and payable with the installments
due January first of the following year.

Section 15. The act of January five, one thousand
nine hundred fifty-two (Pamphet Laws 1821), entitled
‘“An act to fix the salaries and compensation of the
judges of the Supreme Court, the judges of the
Superior Court, the judges of the courts of common
pleas, the judges of the orphans’ courts, the judges of
the Municipal Court of Philadelphia and the judges of
the County Court of Allegheny County, certain asso-
ciate judges not learned in the law, and repealing cer-
tain acts inconsistent herewith,”” and the amendments
thereto are repealed.

Section 16. Section 209 of the act of April nine,
one thousand nine hundred twenty-nine (Pamphlet
Laws 177), entitled ‘‘An act providing for and reor-
ganizing the econduct of the executive and administrative
work of the Commonwealth by the executive Department
thereof and the administrative departments, boards, com-
missions, and officers thereof, including the boards of
trustees of State Normal Schoels, of Teachers Colleges;
abolishing, creating, reorganizing or authorizing the re-
organization of certain administrative departments,
boards, and commissions; defining the powers and duties
of the Governor and other executive and administrative
officers and of the several administrative departments,
boards, commissions, and officers; fixing the salaries of
the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, and certain other
executive and administrative officers; providing for the
appointment of certain administrative officers, and of all
deputies and other assistants and employes in certain
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departments, boards, and commissions; and prescribing
the manner in which the number and compensation of
the deputies and all other assistants and employes of
certain departments, boards and commissions shall be
determined,’’ is hereby repealed only insofar as it per-
tains to any person hereafter appointed or elected.

Section 17. Section one of the act of June twenty-
four, one thousand nine hundred nineteen (Pamphlet
Laws 579), entitled ‘“An act to fix the salary and mileage
of the members of the General Assembly, and to provide
for the furnishing of such postage, stationery, and sup-
plies, as may be necessary for the conduct of their offices,
and repealing all acts or parts of acts inconsistent there-
with,”’ is hereby repealed only insofar as it pertains to
any person hereafter elected.

Section 18. Sections one to twelve, inclusive, of this
act shall take effect the first day of the month following
final passage of this act.

Section 19. All other provisions of this act shall be-
come effective as soon as permissible under the provisions
of the Constitution.

AN ACT

Amending the act of June twenty-seven, one thousand nine
hundred twenty-three (Pamphlet Laws 858), entitled “An act
establishing a State employes’ retirement system, and creafing
a retirement board for the administration thereof; establishing
certain funds from contributions by the Commonwealth and
contributing State employes; defining the uses and purposes
thereof and the manner of payments therefrom, and providing
for the guaranty by the Commonwealth of certain of said funds;
imposing powers and duties upon the heads of departments
in which State employes serve; excepting annuities, allowances,
returns, benefits, and rights from taxation and judicial process;
and providing penalties,” changing and clarifying contributions
and credit provisions where employes are placed under social
security.
