Withdrawal.

Section 12, * * *

2. [Should an employe, so separated from the school
service, return within five years, and restore to the
School Employes’ Retirement Fund, to the credit of
the annuity savings account, his or her accumulated
deductions as they were at the time of his or her sepa-
ration, the annuity rights forfeited by him or her at
that time shall be restored.

Each employe who separated from school service at
any time and shall have returned or shall return to
school service prior to July first, one thousand nine
hundred and fifty-three, shall at retirement for super-

annuation be entitled to have full eredit for each year
of service in the public schools of Pennsylvania: Pro-
vided,

(a) He or she shall have rendered not less than
fifteen years of service in the public schools of Penn-
sylvania prior to the retirement; and

(b) He or she shall have restored to the School Em-
ployes’ Retirement Fund to the credit of the annuity
savings account, before the first day of July, one thou-
sand nine hundred fifty-three, his or her accumulated
deduections as they were at the time of his or her sepa-
ration.

Each employe who separates from school service after
the first day of July, one thousand nine hundred aad
thirty-eight, and who returns to school service after a
longer absence than five years, shall have his or her &n-
nuity rights restored in accordance with the provisions
of this paragraph, provided he or she fulfills the con-
ditions named in paragraph (a) of this clause and
provided he or she shall have restored to the School
Employes’ Retirement Fund, to the credit of the annuity
savings account, within two years after such return to
service, his or her accumulated deductions as they were
at the time of his or her separation and, in addition
thereto, shall have left with the retirement board at
least twenty per centum of his or her accumulated de-
ductions at the time of his or her separation, and shall
return to service prior to the age of sixty years.]

Each employe who separates or has separated from
the school service, at any time, and returns or has re-
turned to school service, shall have the annuity rights
forfeited by him, at the time of separation, restored
and shall, at retirement for superannuation, be entitled
to have full credit for each year of service in the public
schools of Pennsylvania, if

(1) he shall have rendered not less than fifteen years
of service in the pubdlic schools of Pennsylvania prior to
retirement,

(2) he shall have restored to the retvrement fund to
the credit of the annuity savings account his accumu-
lated deductions as they were at the time of his separa-
tion within three years after his return to service, and
wn the case of employes who are members of the retire-
ment system al the effective date of this amendment
within three years after that date.

(3) He shall have rendered mot less than three years
of service immediately prior to retirement.

Notwithstanding any other provisions of this act, any
employe who shall have rendered service in the public
schools of Pennsylvania prior to the first day of July,
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one thousand nine hundred nineteen, and has not been
given credit for such service shall, at retirement for
superannuation, be given full eredit for each year of
such prior service, and shall receive for such prior service
a further State annuity to be computed in the same
manner as is herein provided for present employes.

In no case shall an employe who has separated from
school service and who later returned to school service,
after five or more years of absence, be eligible to retire-
ment on account of disability until he or she shall have
rendered at least three years of service subsequent to
such return.

In any case the restoration of the accumulated dedue-
tions provided herein may be made by the payment of
a lump sum or any actuarial equivalent approved by
the retirement board.

[Subject to such rules and regulations as the retire-
ment board may adopt, the provisions of this act shall
be applicable beginning July first, one thousand nine
hundred and twenty-five, to all who are on the retired
list of Pennsylvania public school employes at the time
this bill beecomes a law.]

Section 2. The provisions of this act shall become
effective immediately upon final enactment.
