Section 1903. Contracts for Less •Than [Seven Hun­
dred and Fifty] One Thousand Dollars; Written Bids.­
In all cases of contracts or purchases, other than the 
kinds mentioned in clauses (1) to (5) inclusive of section 
one thousand nine hundred one of this act, from two 
hundred dollars to [seven hundred and fifty] one thou­
sand dollars inclusive, whether made by council or by 
an officer or appointee of the city, written bids shall be 
solicited therefor; and no such contract or purchase shall 
be made for the city except upon at least two such written 
bids. The specifications upon which bids are solicited 
shall be uniform in so far as possible to afford equal 
opportunity for bidding. Catalogues and circulars of 
firm prices shall be acceptable as bids upon the contracts 
or purchases herein regulated. All such bids shall be 
retained in the proper department or office for a period 
of at least two months, and shall be reported monthly to 
the director of accounts and finance who shall make a 
consolidated monthly report thereof to council. The 
members of council and the controller shall have access 
to the bids in all departments and offices of the city for 
the enforcement of this provision. Any official or ap­
pointee of the city contracting or purchasing in violation 
of the provisions of this section shall be liable upon his 
bond, if any, or personally, in the full amount of the 
purchase or contract so made, and council may avoid 
any such purchase or contract.

Competition in Award of Contracts.-!£ 
any project or any portion thereof or any improvement 
thereof shall be constructed, equipped or furnished pur­
suant to a contract and the estimated cost thereof exceeds 
five hundred dollars ($500), such contract shall be 
awarded to the lowest responsible bidder after advertise­
ment for bids. The Authority may make rules and 
regulations for the submission of bids and the construc­
tion, equipping, furnishing or improvement of any 
project or portion thereof. No contract shall be entered 
into for construction, equipping, furnishing or improve­
ment of any project, or portion thereof, or for the 
purchase of materials, unless the contractor shall give 
an undertaking with a sufficient surety or sureties ap­
proved by the Authority, and in an amount fixed by the 
Authority, for the faithful performance of the contract; 
and such contract shall be accompanied by an additional 
bond for the protection of those who furnish labor and 
material or rental equipment for such amount and sub­
ject to the same terms and conditions as recommended 
by The Administrative Code of one thousand nine hun­
dred twenty-nine, as amended, on contracts entered into 
by the Department of Property and Supplies for the 
erection of buildings.

action is brought within one (1) year after the time the 
cause of action accrued. The additional bond shall be 
conditioned upon the prompt payment of actual equip­
ment rentals and shall not be conditioned iipon or guar­
antee payment of equipment rentals, all or any part of 
which, directly or indirectly, apply on the piirchase price 
of such equipment under the terms of a bailment lease 
or conditional sales contract or by any other arrange­
ment by which title to the equipment will be transferred 
to the contractor and the rentals form any part of the 
consideration. Nothing in this section shall be construed 
to limit the power of the Authority to construct any
