AN ACT 

Amending the act of May 22, 1935 (P. L. 233), entitled "An act 
creating and establishing a fund for the care, maintenance, and 
relief of aged, retired and disabled employees of the Bureau of 
Police in cities of the second class; providing a pension fund 
for said employees; and providing for the payment of certain 
dues, fees, assessments, fines, and appropriations thereto; regu­
lating membership therein; creating a board for the manage­
ment thereof; providing the amount, mode, and manner of 
payment to beneficiaries thereof, and for the care and dis­
position of said fund; providing for the payment into this 
fund by cities of the second class of all monies heretofore 
payable into any other funds, organizations, corporations, or 
associations having the same or similar purposes, and of such 
additional monies as may be necessary to carry out the pro­
visions of this act," changing the amount of payments to certain 
beneficiaries. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section 13.1, act of May 22, 1935 (P. L. 
233), entitled "An act creating and establishing a fund 
for the care, maintenance, and relief of aged, retired, 
and disabled employees of the Bureau of Police in cities 
of the second class; providing a pension fund for said 
employees; and providing for the payment of certain 
dues, fees, assessments, fines, and appropriations thereto;
