(b) Nothing in this aet shall prevent or prohibit the
purchase or sale of milk in bulk, to be sold for drinking
purposes from automatic milk dispensing machines which

meet the following design and operation requirements:

(9) No person shall be permitted to purchase or sell
milk in bulk to be sold for drinking purposes from auto-
matic milk dispensing machines unless he has first ob-
tained a license from the Department of Agriculture.
Such licenses can be obtained upon application to the
Department of Agriculture and payment of a license fee
payable at the rate of five dollars ($5.00) for each dis-
pensing machine covered by such license. Such five
dollar ($5.00) license fee shall not be collected whenever
the applicant is a school district of this Commonwealth
or agent thereof. A copy of said license shall be attached
at all times to each dispensing machine covered thereby.
