Amending the act of May 21, 1956 (P. L. 1642), entitled "An a.ct 

to promote the welfare of the people of the Commonwealth; 
creating a body corporate and politic to be known as the Com­
monwealth Mental Health Research Foundation for the pur­
pose of supporting, encouraging and financing research in the 
field of mental health; providing for the administration and 
operation of the Foundation," further defining the powers and 
jurisdiction of the Foundation. 

The General .Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section 2 and subsection (a) of section 7, 
act of May 21, 1956 (P.L. 1642), known as the "Com­
monwealth Mental Health Research Foundation Act,'' 
are amended to read: 

Section 2. Commonwealth Mental Health Research 
Foundation.-There is hereby created a body corporate 
and politic constituting a public corporation and gov­
ernmental instrumentality known as the "Common­
wealth Mental Health Research Foundation." The 
Foundation shall be administered exclusively in accord­
ance with the provisions of this act. The Foundation is 
hereby constituted an instrumentality of the Common­
wealth and the exercise by the Foundation of powers 
and duties conferred upon it by this act shall be deemed 
and held to be an essential governmental function of the 
Commonwealth. 

Section 7. .Administration.-(a) The Board of 
Trustees shall have sole and exclusive jurisdiction to

administer the Foundation and no other department, 
board or officer of the Commonwealth shall have any 
jurisdiction whatsoever in connection therewith except 
as set forth in this act. No appropriation made to the 
Foundation shall be available unless and until it shall 
have complied with section 604 of the Administrative 
Code in the same manner as if it were an administrative 
department, board or commission.

AN ACT 

Amending the act of May 15, 1933 (P. L. 624), entitled, as 
amended, "An act relating to the business of banking, and to 
the exercise of fiduciary powers by corporations; providing for 
the organization of corporations with fiduciary powers, and of 
banking corporations, with or without fiduciary powers, includ­
ing the conversion of National banks into State banks, and for 
the licensing of private bankers and employes' mutual banking 
associations; defining the rights, powers, duties, liabilities, and 
immunities of such corporations, of existent corporationB au­
thorized to engage in a banking business, with or without fiduc­
iary powers, of private bankers and employes' mutual banking 
associations, and of the officers, directors, trustees, shareholders, 
attorneys, and other employes of all such corporations, em­
ployes' mutual banking associations or private bankers, or of 
affiliated corporations, associations, or persons; restricting the 
exercise of banking powers by any other corporation, associa­
tion, or person, and of fiduciary powers by any other corpora­
tion; conferring powers and imposing duties upon the courts, 
prothonotaries, recorders of deeds, and certain State depart­
ments, commissions, and officers; imposing penalties; and re­
pealing certain acts and parts of acts," increasing the aggregate 
amount of loans which a bank or bank and trust company may 
make upon the security of real property.

Section 1. Subsection C of section 1012, act of May 
15, 1933 (P. L. 624), known as the "Banking Code," 
amended June 28, 1947 (P. L. 1104), is amended to read:
