.AN .ACT 

Amending the act of April 9, 1929 (P. L. 177), entitled "An act 
providing for and reorganizing the conduct of the executive 
and administrative work of the Commonwealth by the Execu­
tive Department thereof and the administrative departments, 
boards, commissions, and officers thereof, including the boards 
of trustees of State Normal Schools, or Teachers Colleges; 
abolishing, creating, reorganizing or authorizing the reorganiza­
tion of certain administrative departments, boards, and com­
missions; defining the powers and duties of the Governor and 
other executive and administrative officers, and of the several 
administrative departments, boards, commissions, and officers; 
fixing the salaries of the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, and 
certain other executive and administrative officers; providing 
for the appointment of certain administrative officers, and of 
all deputies and other assistants and employes in certain de­
partments, boards, and commissions; and prescribing the man­
ner in which the number and compensation of the deputies and 
all other assistants and employes of certain departments, boards 
and commissions shall be determined," enlarging the scope of 
activities and powers of the Historical and Museum Commis­
sion, and providing for the use and disposition of moneys 
credited to the "Historical Preservation Fund." 

The General .Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Subsections ( e), ( f) and ( i) of section 
2801-.A, act of .April 9, 1929 (P. L. 177), known as "T.he 
.Administrative Code of 1929," added June 6, 1945 (P. L. 
1398), are amended to read: 

Section 2801-.A. Pennsylvania Historical and Museum 
Commission.-Subject to any inconsistent provisions in 
this act contained, the Pennsylvania Historical and 
Museum Commission shall have the power and its duties 
shall be: 

• • • • • 
(e) To transmit to the Department of Property and 

Supplies, for publication or republication, matters of 
historical or archaeological interest [and], to cooperate 
with said department in compiling, heading, printing 
and distributing such publications, and to sell publica­
tions, postcards and other souvenirs of an historical 
nature at the State Museum and at historical properties 
administered by the commission. 

(f) Upon its own initiative, or in cooperation with 
reputable societies or organizations, to conduct investiga­
tions upon historical or archaeological matters relative to 
Pennsylvania and report the same for public informa­
tion, to enter into agreements with responsi"ble private 
historical associations, foundations and similar organiza­
tions or with the National Park Service, for carryinq on 
services or programs, or for the purpose of raisinq 
moneys in order to further improve and develop historic 
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properties, mitseums, publications and other functions of 
the commission: Provided, That said agreements shall be 
approved by the Governor. 

• • • • • 
(i) To accept for the Commonwealth, gifts and be­

quests of or securities for the endowment of its work in 
accordance with the instructions of the donors and in 
conjunction with the Governor, Auditor General and 
State Treasurer, who shall, together with the members of 
the commission, constitute a body of trustees for the care 
of such funds, invest the same in the bonds of this Com­
monwealth, or of any political subdivision thereof, and to 
employ the interest and income from such investments 
for the purposes of the commission, or to apply [the 
same] such funds to such uses as may have been specified 
by the respective donors of such funds : Provided, That 
any donor of money or other property may specify that 
siwh donation shall be held in the form in which acquired 
or that such donation shall be invested in or converted 
into some other specific property or class of investment, 
in which case the said trustees shall be relieved of all 
liability which may result from the imprudent invest­
ment of sitch moneys so long as they comply with the 
instructions of the donor in this regard.

Section 2. Section 2802-A of the act, added June 28, 

1951 (P. L. 591), is amended to read: 

Section 2802-A. Historical Preservation Fund.-Al1 
moneys collected by the Department of Property and 
Supplies from the sale of publications [of] for the Penn­
sylvania Historical and Museum Commission, and all 
moneys collected by the commission from fees [charged 
for admission to historical buildingsl and sales, shall be 
paid into the State Treasury through the Department of 
Revenue and credited to a fund to be known as the 
"Historical Preservation Fund," which is hereby 
created. Except as hereinafter provided, all moneys in 
the fund from time to time are hereby appropriated to 
the Pennsylvania Historical and Museum Commission 
for the preservation, care and maintenance of the hi!!­
torical buildings, museums, grounds, monuments, public 
records and antiquities committed to its custody, [and] 
for the publication and republication of matters of his­
torical or archeological interest, and for the research 
and editorial work incidental thereto, and for the pur­
chase of p1tblications, postcards and other souvenirs of 
an Mstorical nature for sale at the State Mitseum and at 
the historical properties administered by the commission.
